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Executive Summary

This Preliminary Environmental Assessment (PEA) Report for the Chavez-Kemble Elementary School Rebuild
project was prepared by PlaceWorks on behalf of Sacramento City Unified School District (District) pursuant
to the California Education Code which requires that all new school sites or existing school sites with new
construction obtain a “No Further Action” (NFA) determination from the California Environmental
Protection Agency Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) prior to proceeding with acquisition
and/or construction of a school. The District proposes to rebuild and combine two existing elementaty schools
(Kemble Elementary School on 7495 29th Street and Chavez Elementary School on 7500 32nd Street) in the
City of Sacramento, California.

The 10.13-acre site encompasses two schools, Kemble Elementary School on 7495 29th Street and Chavez
Elementary School on 7500 32nd Street, both in the Meadowview neighborhood of the City of Sacramento.
(Figure 1, Site Location; Figure 2, Local Vicinity, and Figure 3, Aerial Photograph). The Assessor’s Parcel Numbers
(APNSs) for the project site are 049-0183-002 and 049-0176-002.

The project site is bounded by residential uses along Torrance Avenue to the north, residential uses along 32nd
Street to the east, Kemble Park and residential uses to the south, and residential uses along 29th Street to the
west of the project site. The project site is approximately 2.1 miles to the east of Interstate 5 (I-5) and 1.70
miles west of State Route 99 (SR-99). The project area historically had been used for grass crops from at least
1937 until about 1957. Kemble Elementary School was built in 1963. Chavez Elementary School was built in
2000.

Due to the age of former structures and current older structures at Kemble Elementary School dating back to
about 1963, testing was required to assess potential impacts to soil from lead-based paint and organochlorine
pesticides from possible termiticide usage. In addition, based on historical aetial photographs, it appears that
the project site was used for agricultural purposes (grass crops) that were possibly irrigated from at least 1937
until about 1957. Because this is a proposed school site, testing was implemented to assess these issues following
DTSC’s Interim Guidance for Evalnating School Sites with Potential Soil Contamination as a result of Lead from 1 ead-Based
Paint, Organochlorine Pesticides from Termiticides, and Polychlorinated Biphenyls from Electrical Transformers dated June 2006
and DTSC’s Interim Guidance for Sampling Agricultural Properties (Third Revision) dated August 2008.

A supplemental investigation was also conducted to address the potential for polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs)
in soil beneath classroom windows in structures constructed prior to 1979 due to the weathering of window
caulking and sealant materials and to address potential releases of PCBs from the on-site transformer. The
recommendations and procedures provided in DTSC’s HHRA Note Number 8: Recommendations for Evaluating
Polychlorinated Biphenyls (PCBs) at Contaminated Sites in California and the US Environmental Protection Agency’s
guidance on its website, Polychlorinated Biphenyls (PCBs) in Older Buildings, were used to guide this investigation.
The objectives of the PEA are to:
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Evaluate the potential impacts of residual pesticides and arsenic in the soil due to historical agricultural
activities;

Evaluate potential impacts to shallow soils from lead-based paint, termiticides, and polychlorinated
biphenyls in caulking and window sealants for the classroom buildings predating 1979;

Evaluate potential impacts to shallow soils from polychlorinated biphenyls from transformers.

The field sampling program implemented for this PEA is provided in Table 1 and is summarized below. The

sample locations are shown in Figures 4 and 5.

Soil sampling activities were first conducted at the site on April 22 and 28, 2023.
One hundred thirty-two (132) discrete soil samples plus 14 duplicates were collected from 66 locations.

Five composite soil samples (three 4 to 1 composite samples and two 3 to 1 composite samples)
collected from 0 to 0.5 feet below ground surface (bgs) were analyzed for organochlorine pesticides
(OCPs) by EPA Method 8081A to assess for potential residual OCPs from historic agricultural
operations.

Five soil samples plus one duplicate from O to 0.5 feet were analyzed for arsenic by EPA Method 6010B
to access for possible residue in soil from historic agricultural operations.

Thirty-two composite soil samples (sixteen from 0 to 0.5 feet and sixteen from 2.5 to 3.0 feet) plus
four composite duplicate soil samples were analyzed for OCPs by EPA Method 8081A to assess for
potential termiticides around older structures on the project site.

Forty-eight soil samples plus six duplicates from 0 to 0.5 feet were analyzed for lead by EPA Method
6010B to access for potential soil impacts from lead-based paint around older structures on the project
site.

Additional soil sampling was conducted on September 26, 2023 as per the PEA Workplan.

Twenty-two discrete soil samples plus two duplicates were collected at depths of 0 to 0.5 feet and
analyzed for PCBs by EPA Method 8082 to access for potential soil impacts from PCBs beneath
windows in older structures on the project site and to evaluate potential releases from the on-site
transformer.

The results of the field program are summarized below:

Three OCPs (4,4-DDE, 4,4-DDT and trans-Chlordane) were detected in the samples analyzed. 4,4’-
DDE was detected in one surface sample, two deeper samples, and two duplicates (surface and deeper).

4,4-DDT was detected in one surface sample. trans-Chlordane were detected in one surface sample.
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The concentrations of 4,4 -DDE, 4,4-DDT, and trans-Chlordane (compared to Technical Chlordane)
were each below their respective EPA Region 9 Residential Regional Screening Levels (RSLs) and
DTSC’s Screening Levels.

The maximum concentration of 4,4-DDE was reported at 13 micrograms per kilogram (ug/kg), which
is below the EPA RSL for 4,4-DDE adjusted for a 2:1 composite at 1,000 pg/kg. The maximum
concentration (and only detection) of 4,4-DDT was reported at 1.7 ug/kg, which is below the EPA
RSL for 4,4-DDT adjusted for a 2:1 composite at 950 pg/kg. The maximum concentration trans-
Chlordane (and only detection) was reported at 1.8 ug/kg, which is below the EPA RSL for Technical
Chlordane adjusted for a 3:1 composite of 567 ng/kg. Table 2 provides a summary of the OCP
detections in soil at the site.

®  PCBs were not detected above the laboratory detection limits in all of the samples collected beneath

classroom windows and next to a transformer, as reported in Table 3.

Arsenic concentrations ranged from 2.9 milligrams per kilogram (mg/kg) to 4.5 mg/kg in the five soil
samples and one duplicate analyzed. The project site arsenic concentrations were compared to a
background data set collected from a proposed school site located approximately five miles east of the
project site, the Elk Grove Unified School District’s Proposed Gerber Creek Elementary School site
(DTSC Site Code: 104754). The background site is located on the same geologic formation as the
project site as identified on the California Geological Survey Preliminary Geologic Map of the Lodi
30’x 60’ Quadrangle (Dawson 2009). All concentrations of arsenic on site were similar to background
concentrations. Arsenic results are summarized in Table 4 and the background arsenic concentrations
are provided in Table 5. Laboratory reports for arsenic analysis are included in Appendix D.

B Lead was detected in all 48 soil samples plus the duplicate samples above laboratory detection limits.
Lead concentrations ranged from 4.8 mg/kg to 23 mg/kg in surface samples. All lead concentrations
in the surface soil samples were below DTSC’s lead screening level of 80 mg/kg. Lead results are
summarized in Table 4.

®  Laboratory data were validated to assure that Data Quality Objectives (DQOs) were met, and the data
were suitable for use in a human health and ecological screening evaluation.

Summary and Recommendations

The calculated cumulative carcinogenic risk from OCPs identified in soil at the project site was estimated to be
1.8E-08, which is less than the DTSC threshold of one in a million (1.0E-06). The total health hazard from
COPCs identified in soil at the project site was estimated to be 0.001, which is less than the DTSC threshold
of 1.0. All lead concentrations in soil were much less than the DTSC screening level of 80 mg/kg for
unrestricted residential land use. Arsenic concentrations ranged from 2.9 to 4.5 mg/kg, which are comparable
to background levels at a nearby school site with a similar soil type. Based on the PEA objectives and results
of the data collected during the PEA investigation, the school site has not been adversely impacted by current
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uses of the property. Per California Education Code Section 17213.1, PlaceWorks concludes that no further
assessment of the site is necessary and is requesting that DTSC approve the PEA.

A Limited Due Diligence Site Assessment Report was prepared by PlaceWorks in August 2023 which described
the site history and documented soil sampling activities conducted in April 2023 on the project site. The soil
sampling targeted former agriculture (grass crops that may have been irrigated) and potential soil impacts from
residual termiticides and lead-based paint. Based on the soil analytical results from the Limited Due Diligence
Site Assessment Report, it does not appear that there were any impacts from potential termiticides, lead-based
paint, organochlorine pesticides, or arsenic on the project site. The soil sampling results are presented in Section

6.

A PEA Workplan was submitted to DTSC on September 8, 2023 and approved by DTSC on September 15,
2023. The supplemental investigation detailed in the PEA Workplan was to:

e  Evaluate if there were any PCBs in soil from the weathering of window caulking or sealant in the older
structures on the project site.

e  Evaluate if there were any PCB impacts to soil from the on-site transformer.

The PEA Workplan was implemented on September 26, 2023 and the results are provided in Section 6.
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1.1 PEAOBJECTIVES

The District has prepared this PEA pursuant to the California Education Code that requires the completion of
a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (Phase I) or PEA, for school sites that will receive State funding prior

to proceeding with construction of a school. The overall objectives of this PEA are to:

m  Hvaluate historical information for indications of the past use, storage, disposal, or release of
hazardous waste/substances at the site;

m  Evaluate available information for indications of naturally-occurring hazardous materials at the site.

m  Establish through a field sampling and analysis program the nature of hazardous wastes/substances
that may be present in soil at the site, their concentration and general extent; and

m  Hstimate the potential threat to public health and/or the environment posed by hazardous constituents,

if any, at the site using a residential land-use scenatrio.

Based on information developed during the PEA and the human and ecological risk evaluation set forth in the
DTSC’s Preliminary Endangerment Assessment Guidance Manual (Revised October 2015), DTSC will then

make an informed decision regarding potential risks posed by the site.

Possible outcomes of the PEA decision include, but are not limited to, issuance of a “No Further Action”
(NFA) finding if the site is found not to be significantly impacted and the carcinogenic risk level is less than
one in a million (1.0E-06) and hazard index is less than 1.0; further investigation through the Supplemental Site
Investigation process if the site is found to be significantly impacted by hazardous substances release(s); the
need to perform a Removal Action if localized impacts by hazardous substances release(s) ate found; and/or

the implementation of mitigation actions to address any potential risks.

1.2 SCOPE OF WORK

The scope of work implemented to prepare this PEA included:
B Researching available site background information regarding former and current land use;

®  Implementing field and laboratory data collection and evaluation to further assess environmental

conditions at the site; and

B Preparing this PEA report.

Several information sources were reviewed as part of the background research for development of the PEA
report. These sources were reviewed to develop an understanding of current and past land uses and practices
that may have involved the handling, use, storage, and/or disposal of hazardous substances or wastes.
Information was obtained and used to develop a general site history in an attempt to identify potential sources

of chemical impact, if any.
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The approach utilized to perform the background research is very similar to that used in completing a Phase I

under the American Society for Testing and Materials (ASTM) Practice for Environmental Site Assessments
(ESAs): Phase I Assessments Process (ASTM Standard E 1527-21). Specific sources of information reviewed,
and activities performed by PlaceWorks in conducting the background research included:

Site inspections and observations of the site and surrounding area within Y4-mile (site photographs are

included in Appendix A);
Review of available aerial photographs (included in Appendix B);

Review of current U.S. Geological Survey (USGS) 7.5-minute topographic maps (included in Appendix
B);

Evaluation of environmental database list searches (included in Appendix C);

Review of agency files at federal, state, and local regulatory agencies and offices for the site (included
in Appendix B);

Review of agency files for listed facilities within “4-mile of the site that were identified as having a
potential to have impacted the site (included in Appendix C);

Interviews with persons knowledgeable of site history and operations; and

Collection and review of available applicable information from the District’s files.

The scope for the field and laboratory investigation is discussed in Section 6. The field sampling program that

was implemented for the investigation is provided in Table 1 and is summarized below:

The first soil sampling effort was conducted at the site on April 22 and 28, 2023.
One hundred thirty-two (132) discrete soil samples plus 14 duplicates were collected from 66 locations.

Five composite soil samples (three 4 to 1 composite samples and two 3 to 1 composite samples)
collected from 0 to 0.5 feet below ground surface (bgs) were analyzed for organochlorine pesticides
(OCPs) by EPA Method 8081A to assess for potential residual OCPs from historic agricultural
operations.

Five soil samples plus one duplicate from O to 0.5 feet were analyzed for arsenic by EPA Method 6010B
to assess potential soil impacts from historic agricultural operations.

Thirty-two composite soil samples (sixteen from 0 to 0.5 feet and sixteen from 2.5 to 3.0 feet) plus
four composite duplicate soil samples were analyzed for OCPs by EPA Method 8081A to assess for
potential termiticides around older structures on the project site.

The soil
sampling targeted former agriculture (grass crops that may have been irrigated) and potential soil impacts from
residual termiticides and lead-based paint. Based on the soil analytical results from the Limited Due Diligence
Site Assessment Report, it does not appear that there were any impacts from potential termiticides, lead-based

paint, organochlorine pesticides, or arsenic on the project site.

A PEA Workplan was prepared in September 2023 and approved by DTSC on September 15, 2023. The
purpose of the supplemental investigation was to evaluate if there were any polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs)
in soil from the weathering of window caulking in the older building structures or any PCB releases to soil
from the on-site transformer. The soil sampling program described in the PEA Workplan was implemented on
September 26, 2023. As described in this PEA Report, concentrations of PCBs in the soil samples were all

below the laboratory detection limit.

3.2 CURRENT AND HISTORICAL LAND USES
3.2.1 Facility Ownership/Operators

The Sacramento City Unified School District is the owner of the project site.

3.2.2 Business Type

The site was formerly utilized for agricultural purposes from at least 1937 to about 1957 and has been used as
a school site since 1963.

3.2.3 Years of Operation

Based on a review of historical aerial photographs, the site was used for agricultural purposes from at least
1937 to about 1957. The site became the location for Kemble Elementary school in approximately 1963.

Section 17213 of the California Education Code and Section 21151.8 of the California Public Resources Code
prohibit construction of a school upon a current or former hazardous waste disposal site or solid waste disposal
site. Based on information reviewed for preparation of this PEA Report, the proposed elementary school
rebuild is not located on a current or former disposal site.

3.4 PAST USAGE OF THE SITE

Past usage of the site was assessed through a review of aerial photographs, topographic maps, and city
directories. Copies of the aerial photographs and topographic maps are included in Appendix B. Based on a
review of aerial photographs the project site was used for agriculture from approximately 1937 to about 1957.
Kemble Elementary School was built in 1963 and Chavez Elementary School was built in 2000.

3.4.1 Aerial Photographs

Aerial photographs, obtained from EDR, dated 1937, 1947, 1957, 1964, 1966, 1972, 1984, 1993, 1999, 20006,
2009, 2012, 2016, and 2020 were reviewed for the site.

® 1937 — The project site is vacant and is developed with grass crops. No structures are apparent on the
project site.

1947 — The project site and surrounding area appear relatively unchanged in comparison to the 1937
aerial photograph.

® 1957 — The project site and surrounding area appear relatively unchanged in comparison to the 1947
aerial photograph.

® 1964 — The project site is developed with Kemble Elementary School. The streets, Kemble Park, and
residential dwellings surround the project site.

1966 — The project site and surrounding area appear relatively unchanged in comparison to the 1964
aerial photograph.

1972 — Two rows of portable classrooms are apparent on the northern portion of the site. The
remainder of the project site and surrounding area appear relatively unchanged in comparison to the
1966 aerial photograph.
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1984 — The configuration of the portable classrooms appears different, with three small rows. The
remainder of the project site and surrounding area appear relatively unchanged in comparison to the
1972 aerial photograph.

1993 — The configuration of the portable classrooms appears different from the 1984 aerial
photograph. The remainder of the project site and surrounding area appear relatively unchanged in
comparison to the 1984 aerial photograph.

1999 — The configuration of the portable classrooms appears different from the 1993 aerial
photograph. The remainder of the project site and surrounding area appear relatively unchanged in
comparison to the 1993 aerial photograph.

2006 — The portable classroom configuration looks different from the 1999 aerial photograph. Chavez
Elementary School is apparent on the eastern portion of the project site. An additional portable
classroom building is located on the south side of Kemble Elementaty School.

2009 — The project site and surrounding area appear relatively unchanged in comparison to the 2006
aerial photograph. Some additional residential development is apparent east of the project site.

2012 — The project site and surrounding area appear relatively unchanged in comparison to the 2009

aerial photograph. Some additional residential development is apparent east of the project site.

2016 — The project site and surrounding area appear relatively unchanged in comparison to the 2012

aerial photograph. Some additional residential development is apparent east of the project site.

2020 — The project site and surrounding area appear relatively unchanged in comparison to the 2016
aerial photograph.

3.4.2 Historical Topographic Maps

Historical topographic maps, obtained from EDR dated 1893/1894, 1909/1911, 1941, 1947,
1948/1949/1952/1953, 1967/1968, 1975, 1980, 2012, 2015, and 2018 were reviewed for the site.

B 1893/1894 — The project site and surrounding area are depicted on the topographic map as vacant and
undeveloped.

" 1909/1911 — The project site and surrounding area appear relatively unchanged in compatison to the
1893/1894 topogtraphic map.

1941 — The project site appears relatively unchanged in comparison to the 1909/1911 topographic
map.
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B 1947 — The project site and surrounding area appear relatively unchanged in comparison to the 1941
topographic map.

B 1948/1949/1952/1953 — The project site and surrounding area appear relatively unchanged in
comparison to the 1947 topographic map.

" 1967/1968 — The project site is depicted with Kemble Elementary School. The surrounding atea is

depicted with house omission tint.

® 1975 — The project site and surrounding area appear relatively unchanged in comparison to the
1967/1968 topogtraphic map.

® 1980 — The project site and surrounding area appear relatively unchanged in comparison to the 1975

topographic map.
B 2012 — Modern topographic maps only depict topography and roads.

® 2015 — The project site and surrounding area appear relatively unchanged in comparison to the 2012
topographic map. Two symbols for schools are depicted on the project site.

® 2018 — The project site and surrounding area appear relatively unchanged in comparison to the 2015
topographic map.

3.5 PAST USAGE OF ADJOINING PROPERTIES

Past usage of the adjoining properties was assessed through a review of aerial photographs and historical

topographic maps. Copies of historical references reviewed are included in Appendix B.

Based on a review of aerial photographs and historical topographic maps, adjoining properties were utilized
for agricultural purposes, primarily grass crops from at least 1937 to about 1957. Residential and park uses have
been located on adjoining surrounding land since at least 1964.

3.6 HAZARDOUS SUBSTANCE/WASTE MANAGEMENT INFORMATION

3.6.1 Records Review
3.6.1.1 SITE OWNER/OPERATOR RECORDS

The project area historically had been used for grass crops from 1937 until 1957. Kemble Elementary School
campus was built in 1963. The site is currently owned by Sacramento City Unified School District.
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3.6.1.2 OIL AND GAS MAP REVIEW

3. Site History and Background Information

A review of California Department of Conservation Geologic Energy Management Division’s (CalGEM’a)

Well Finder website indicates that there are no oil wells or oil fields within a mile of the project site. The nearest

oil well is approximately 2.0 miles to the south of the project site. The well is identified as a plugged and

abandoned dry hole operated by Chevron USA.

3.6.2 Site Inspection Results

A site visit to observe site conditions was conducted by PlaceWorks on April 28, 2023. No weather-related

conditions or other conditions that would limit our ability to observe the site occurred during our site

reconnaissance. Summarized below are observations relative to specific physical features identified in the PEA

Guidance Manual and site photographs are included as Appendix A.

None noted by PlaceWorks.

Stressed vegetation (from other than insufficient water):

None noted by PlaceWorks.

Solid waste and wastewater:

None noted by PlaceWorks.

Wells (including dry wells, irrigation wells, injection wells):

None noted by PlaceWorks.

Septic systems:

None noted by PlaceWorks.

Overhead electrical lines:

There are overhead electrical lines south of the project site, and on
the southern portion of Kemble Elementary School.

High-pressure gas or fuel transmission lines:

No high-pressure pipelines were identified as being located on the
site.

Railroad tracks:

The site is located within 1500 ft of a railroad track easement. There
are dual light rail tracks located about 950 feet closest to the site
followed by a railroad easement.
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3.6.3 Prior Assessments/Remediation

A Phase I was conducted in 2001 for the Kemble Elementary School Expansion Site which covered the Chavez
Elementary School portion of the project site by ENSR Corporation. The Phase I was submitted to DTSC and
the project received a No Action Required determination on June 13, 2001. No prior remediations were
identified for the project site or for adjoining properties.

3.7  STANDARD ENVIRONMENTAL RECORDS REVIEW

PlaceWorks utilized the electronic database service EDR to complete the environmental records review for the
PEA. The database search was used to identify properties that may be listed in the referenced Agency records,
located within the American Society for Testing and Materials (ASTM)-specified search radii indicated below:

A review of selected regulatory agency databases for documented environmental concerns on the site, or in
close proximity to the site, was conducted by EDR. A copy of the radius report, dated March 6, 2023 is included
in Appendix C. The project site is listed on the HAZNET database. Although the project site was not identified
by EDR on the State- and tribal-hazardous waste facilities, based on a review of the EnviroStor database, the
eastern portion of the project site is on EnviroStor for the Addition to Edward Kemble Elementary School.

The case received a No Action Required determination in 2001.
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3.7.1 Federal NPL (Superfund) Sites

The National Priorities List (NPL) is a list of contaminated sites that are considered the highest priority for
clean-up by the EPA.

B The project site is not listed on the NPL database.

®  One NPL site was incorrectly identified that was located within the vicinity of the site.

o Johnson Control, at the area west of Franklin on Simms, approximately 0.829-mile east-
northeast of the site, had a DTSC response in 1987. The site had a confirmed release of 30
cubic yards of polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs) in the soil, which was removed. The facility
ID of this site is 34490054. The site received no further action certification in 1984.

3.7.2 Federal Delisted NPL Sites

The National Oil and Hazardous Substances Pollution Contingency Plan (NCP) establishes the criteria that the
EPA uses to delete sites from the NPL. In accordance with 40 CFR 300.425. (e), sites may be deleted from the
NPL where no further response is appropriate.

®  The project site is not listed on the delisted NPL List.

®  The database did not identify any delisted NPL sites within a mile radius of the project site.

3.7.3 Federal Sites Subject to CERCLA Removals & CERCLA Orders

The Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act Information System
(CERCLIS) list identifies sites which are suspected to have contamination and require additional investigation
to assess if they should be considered for inclusion on the NPL.

B The project site is not listed on the CERCLIS database.

®  No CERCLIS sites were identified within a half mile of the project site.

3.7.4 Federal CERCLIS Sites with NFRAP

CERCLIS-NFRARP status indicates that a site was once on the CERCLIS List but has No Further Response
Actions Planned (NFRAP). Sites on the CERCLIS-NFRAP List were removed from the CERCLIS List in
February 1995 because, after an initial investigation was performed, no contamination was found,
contamination was removed quickly, or the contamination was not significant enough to warrant NPL status.

B The project site is not listed on the CERCLIS-NFRAP database.

®  No CERCLIS-NFRAP sites were identified within a half mile of the project site.
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3.7.5 Federal ERNS List

The Federal Emergency Response Notification System (ERNS) list tracks information on reported releases of
oil and hazardous materials.

B The project site is not listed on the ERNS database.

3.7.6 Federal RCRA Facilities Undergoing Corrective Action

The Resoutce and Conservation Recovery Act (RCRA) CORRACTS Facilities list catalogues facilities that treat,
store, or dispose of hazardous waste and have been associated with corrective action activity.

®  The project site is not listed on the RCRA CORRACTS Facilities list.

®  The database search did not identify any facilities on the RCRA CORRACTS Facilities list within one
mile of the project site.

3.7.7 Federal RCRA TSD Facilities

The RCRA non-CORRACTS TSD Facilities list tracks facilities which treat, store, or dispose of hazardous

waste and are not associated with corrective action activity.
B The project site is not listed on the RCRA non-CORRACTS TSD Facilities list.

®  The database search did not identify any RCRA non-CORRACTS TSD facilities within a half mile
radius of the project site.

3.7.8 Federal RCRA Generators

The RCRA Generators list is maintained by the USEPA to track facilities that generate hazardous waste.
®  The project site is not listed on the RCRA Generators database.

®  The database search did not identify any RCRA Generators within a half-mile radius of the project
site.

3.7.9 Federal Institutional Controls/Engineering Controls

A listing of sites with institutional and or engineering controls in place is maintained by the EPA. Engineering
controls include various forms of caps, building foundations, liners, and treatment methods to create pathway
elimination for regulated substances to enter environmental media or affect human health. Institutional controls
include administrative measures, such as groundwater use restrictions, construction restrictions, property use
restrictions, and post remediation care requirements intended to prevent exposure to contaminants remaining
on site. Deed restrictions are generally part of institutional controls.

3. Site History and Background Information

B The project site is not listed as having an institutional or engineering control.

3.7.10 State and Tribal (Superfund) Equivalent Sites

This database identifies confirmed release sites where DTSC is involved in remediation, either in a lead or

oversight capacity. These confirmed release sites are generally high-priority and high potential risk.

" The project site is not listed on state- and tribal-equivalent NPL.

The database search identified one state-and tribal equivalent NPL site within a one-mile radius of the
project site.

O Johnson Control located west of Franklin Boulevard on Simms Road, approximately 0.83-miles
northeast of the project site. Three transformers fell over discharging approximately 15 gallons of
polychlorinated biphenyls (PCB) contaminated oil onto the soil surface. On December 1984 the
soil was analyzed and found to have 13 PPM of PCBs. After the soil was analyzed, 30 cubic yards
of contaminated soil were removed, and the site received certification in 1987 that no further
action was required.

3.7.11 State and Tribal Equivalent CERCLIS Sites

The Department of Toxic Substances Control’s (DTSC’) Site Mitigation and Brownfields Reuse Program’s
(SMBRP’) EnviroStor database identifies sites that have known contamination or sites for which there may be
reasons to investigate further. The database includes the following site types: Federal Superfund sites (National
Priorities List (NPL)); State Response, including Military Facilities and State Superfund; Voluntary Cleanup; and
School sites. EnviroStor provides similar information to the information that was available in CalSites, and
provides additional site information, including, but not limited to, identification of formerly contaminated
properties that have been released for reuse, properties where environmental deed restrictions have been
recorded to prevent inappropriate land uses, and risk characterization information that is used to assess
potential impacts to public health and the environment at contaminated sites.

B The project site is not listed on state- and tribal- equivalent CERCLIS.

0 Although EDR did not identify the project site on this category, based on a review of
EnviroStor, the eastern portion of the project site was identified as the Addition to Edward
Kemble Elementary School and received a No Action Required determination in 2001.

®  The database search identified eight state- and tribal- equivalent CERCLIS sites within a mile radius of the
project site.

0 SMUD PCB Substation Site #15 at Meadowview Road at Western Pacific RR, approximately
0.42-miles southeast of the project site, is listed as having had a site screening done in 1987,

which confirmed PCB release. The cleanup status is listed as inactive-needing evaluation as of
February 1987.
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O Luther Burbank High School Sports Complex at 3500 Florin Road, approximately 0.61-miles
north northeast of the project site, is listed as having a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment
(ESA) conducted in 2010. The cleanup status is listed as no action required as of July 7, 2010.

O 24" Street Charter School at 7220-7222 & 7361 24t Street, approximately 0.62-miles north of
the project site, is listed as Inactive — Needs Evaluation as of 2003. Based on the distance from

the project site, this facility is not expected to impact the project site.

0 River City Olds Pontiac GMC at 2401 Florin Road, approximately 0.77 miles northwest of the
project site, is listed on EnviroStor for a school investigation. A PEA was conducted for the
facility and it received a No Further Action determination in 2004.

0 Mr. Clean Cleaners at 7080 24t Street, approximately 0.82 miles northwest of the project site,
is listed on EnviroStor for a cleanup case that was referred to another agency in 1994. Based
on the distance from the project site, this facility is not expected to impact the project site.

O Johnson Control at the area west of Franklin on Simms, approximately 0.83 miles east-
northeast of the project site, is listed on EnviroStor for a cleanup case which was certified in
1984.

0 Curly’s Elite Cleaners at 7101 Franklin Boulevard, approximately 0.95 miles northeast of the
project site, is listed on EnviroStor for a cleanup case that was transferred to another agency
in 1994. Based on the distance from the project site, this facility is not expected to impact the

project site.

O John Bigler Elementary Site at 2200 John Still Drive, approximately 0.96 miles southwest of
the project site, is listed on EnviroStor for a school investigation. The facility received a No
Action Required determination in 2003.

3.7.12 State and Tribal Equivalent Landfill and/or Solid Waste Disposal Sites

The database search did not identify any State Landfills or Solid Waste Disposal Sites within a one-half mile
radius of the project site.

" The project site is not listed on state- and tribal- equivalent landfill and/or solid waste disposal site lists.

®  The database search did not identify any state-and tribal equivalent landfill and/or solid waste disposal site
within a half mile radius of the project site.

3.7.13 State and Tribal Leaking Underground Storage Tanks (LUSTS)

The State Water Resources Control Board’s Leaking Underground Storage Tank Information System contains
an inventory of LUST Incident Reports.

" The project site is not listed on the LUST database.
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B The database search identified four LUST facilities within a half mile radius of the project site.

0 Office of Emergency Services at 2800 Meadowview about 0.320 miles south-southwest of
the project site is listed on the LUST database twice. The facility experienced a diesel release
in soil in 1987, and the facility is currently listed with case closed status as of 2001.

0 Sacramento (Meadowview) OMS 32 at 3250 Meadowview Road about 0.343 miles south-
southeast of the project site is listed on the LUST database for a gasoline release into soil that
occurred in 1986. The facility currently is listed with a case closed status as of 1990.

0 Desert Petroleum #794 at 2400 Meadowview Road about 0.429 miles southwest of the project
site is listed on the LUST database for a release of benzene, diesel and gasoline into
groundwater in 1991. The facility currently is listed with a case closed status as of 2016.

3.7.14 Cortese List

The Cortese List database identifies hazardous waste sites selected for remedial action and underground storage
tank (UST) properties having a reportable release and is maintained by the USEPA Office of Emergency
Information.

" The project site is not listed on the Cortese List.

®  The database search identified four facilities on the Cortese List within a half mile radius of the project
site.

0 Department of Emergency Services at 2800 Meadowview about 0.320 miles south-southwest

of the project site is listed on the Cortese list twice and currently has case closed status.

0 Sacramento (Meadowview) OMS 32 at 3250 Meadowview Road about 0.343 miles south-

southeast of the project site is listed on the Cortese list and currently has case closed status.

0 Desert Petroleum #794 at 2400 Meadowview Road about 0.429 miles southwest of the project
site is listed on the Cortese list and currently has case closed status.

3.7.15 State and Tribal Registered Underground Storage Tanks (USTS)

The State Water Resources Control Board’s Hazardous Substance Storage Container Database maintains a list
of USTs regulated by the RCRA.

B The project site is not listed on the registered UST database.

" The database search did not identify any registered UST facilities within a quarter mile radius of the
project site.

3. Site History and Background Information

3.7.16 State and Tribal Voluntary Cleanup Site

The DTSC maintains a list of low threat level properties with either confirmed or unconfirmed releases and
the project proponents have requested that DTSC oversee investigation and/or cleanup activities and have
agreed to provide coverage for DTSC’s costs.

B The project site is not listed on the state and tribal voluntary cleanup program.

B The database search did not identify any state and tribal voluntary cleanup program sites within a half mile
radius of the project site.

3.7.17 Orphan Sites

The EDR database identified two facilities that were indicated as being potentially in the area and were not
mapped due to incomplete address information.

= SP/UP RR Right of Way at 65 Street is outside of the radius of concern for the project site based
on the street name and railroad location.

®  Powell Materials at R Street between 25% and 26 is outside of the radius of concern for the project
site based on the distance of how far the closest location where both 25t and 26t Streets exist is from

the project site.

3.7.18 Historical Cal-Sites Database

The Historical Cal-Sites database, maintained by the DTSC, contains both known and potential hazardous
substance sites.

®  The database search did not identify the project site on the Historical Cal-Sites database.

3.8 ADDITIONAL ENVIRONMENTAL RECORDS REVIEW

In conformance with ASTM requirements, inquiries were made with the additional agencies described below.

3.8.1 Local Brownfield Lists

The DTSC’s Site Mitigation and Brownfields Reuse Program’s (SMBRP’s) EnviroStor database identifies sites
that have known contamination or sites for which there may be reasons to investigate further. There were no
brownfield sites identified on the EnviroStor database within a half mile radius of the project site.

3.8.2 Local Lists of Hazardous Waste Contaminated Sites

A record search was done on the following databases: Clandestine Drug Labs Register, Calsite Database, School
Property Evaluation Program, CERS Hazardous Waste database, and Toxic Pits Cleanup Sites.
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" The project site is not listed on the Local List of Hazardous Waste Contaminated Sites.

B The database search identified one Hazardous Waste Contaminated Site within a quarter mile search radius.

O Johnson Control is listed on the Historical Cal-Sites database and is discussed further in
Section 3.7.10.

3.8.3 Local Lists of Registered Storage Tanks

A record search was done of the local lists of registered storage tanks. No registered UST sites were identified
in the database as being within a 0.25 mile of the project site.

3.84 HAZNET

The California Environmental Protection Agency, Department of Toxic Substances Control maintains a list of
facility and manifest data.

®  The project site is listed on the HAZNET database four times.

O The project site had a manifest in 2001 for asbestos containing waste; two manifests listed in
2002 for PCBs and asbestos containing waste; and a manifest in 2003 for other organic solids.
The project site had a manifest in 2004 for other inorganic solid waste.

®  The database search did not identify any properties on the HAZNET database within a quarter mile
radius of the project site.

3.8.,5 High Risk Historical Records

EDR has searched selected national collections of business directories and has collected listings of potential
gas station/filling station/service station sites that were available to EDR researchers. EDR’s review was limited
to those categories of sources that might, in EDR’s opinion, include gas station/filling station/service station
establishments. The categories reviewed included, but were not limited to gas, gas station, gasoline station,
filling station, auto, automobile repair, auto service station, and dry cleaners. One facility was identified within
a quarter mile of the project site.

* Bindyas Cleaners located at 3211 Trentwood Way about 300 feet southeast of the project site was
identified as a cleaners from 2003 to 2005. However, this location is a single-family residence and is
most likely to be the owner’s home address for a business operated elsewhere.
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4. Apparent Problem

There is no physical or historical evidence of any site activity that might have caused any environmental impact
to the site. However, there are potential environmental issues evaluated in this report. The report identified the

following potential issues at the site:

m  The possibility of residual pesticides in soil due to historical agricultural use of the site from
approximately 1937 to about 1957.

®  The possibility of residual termiticides and lead-based paint in soil due to the older structures.

®  The possibility of polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs) in soil beneath the windows of older classroom
buildings from caulking and sealants and the possibility of PCBs in soil next to the on-site transformer.

Because the site is for a school, there is a potential for children who will attend the school and adult employees
of the school to be exposed to chemicals that may be present in soil. Potential exposure may occur from soil
ingestion, dermal exposure to soil, and inhalation of particles. The sampling that was conducted as part of this
report was directed at addressing these potential chemicals of concern and these potential exposure pathways.

Because of the presence of the above-mentioned concern, soil sampling was conducted at the site.
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5. Environmental Setting

This section describes potential exposure pathways and the site geology and hydrogeology.

5.1 FACTORS RELATED TO SOIL EXPOSURE PATHWAYS
5.1.1 Site Topography

Based on a review of the United States Geological Survey (USGS) 7.5-minute Topographic Series, Florin,
California Quadrangle Map (USGS 2018), the surface elevation of the subject property is about 15 feet above
mean sea level. The geographic coordinates for the subject site are 38.48688 north latitude and 121.47296 west
longitude. The topography in the vicinity of the Site has a general gradient toward the southwest.

5.1.2 Site Geology and Soil Types

The project area is in the Sacramento Valley within the Great Valley Geomorphic Province. The Great Valley
Province is a long, narrow northwest-ending alluvial valley that lies between the Sierra Nevada Range to the
east and the Coast Ranges to the west (CGS 2002). The Sacramento Valley is in the northern portion of the
Great Valley and is bounded by the Klamath Mountains to the north and the Stockton Arch to the south. This
region formed as a forearc basin during the subduction of the Pacific plate underneath the North American
plate. Valley sediments range from Jurassic to Holocene in age and record a history of alternating marine and
terrestrial depositional environments (McPherson and Garven 1999). The site is underlain by the middle unit
of the middle to late Pleistocene Riverbank Formation (Dawson 2009). The Riverbank Formation consists of
arkosic alluvial sand and silt, and forms terraces (Dawson 2009). The soil at the site is mapped as San Joaquin
and Galt associations (USDA 2023).

Based on a review of the US EPA’s EPA Radon Zones cited in the EDR report, Sacramento County is listed
as being within Zone 3, which is the lowest classification of potential radon (Appendix C). Based on this
classification, naturally occurring radon is not likely to be a potential hazard at the site.

5.1.3 Naturally Occurring Asbestos

Based on a review of A General Location Guide for Ultramafic Rocks in California: Areas More Likely to Contain
Naturally Occurring Asbestos (CGS 2000) and Reported Historic Asbestos Mines, Historic Asbestos Prospects, and Other
Natural Ocenrrences of Asbestos in California (Van Gosen and Clinkenbeard 2011), no known naturally occurring
serpentine rock or rock formations—which may contain significant quantities of asbestos—are within 10 miles

of the project site.

5.14 Site Accessibility

The site is accessible from 29t Street on the west and 320d Street on the east.
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5.1.5 Proximity to Nearby Receptors

Residential development surrounds the site. There is also a park that borders the southeast section of the site.

5.2 FACTORS RELATED TO WATER PATHWAYS

The following sections describe factors related to potential water pathways.

5.2.1 Groundwater Pathway

The site is in the North American subbasin of the Sacramento Valley Groundwater Basin. Based on
groundwater information from a facility approximately 0.4 miles southwest of the project site, the depth to
tirst groundwater in the vicinity varies between about 12 feet below ground surface (bgs) to about 38 feet bgs,
and the groundwater flow direction is expected to be toward the north-northeast (SWQCB 2012).
Hydrogeologic investigations were not performed on the site for this investigation; therefore, it is unknown to
what extent localized variations in groundwater are present and the potential direction of groundwater flow
beneath the site. However, as discussed in Section 3.6, Regulatory Status, there are no facilities in close proximity
to the site that are under investigation for groundwater contamination.

5.2.2 Surface Water Pathway

The nearest surface water is Morrison Creek located about 0.7 miles southeast of the project site. Based on an
analysis of the topography in the site vicinity, sheet flow runoff from the site during periods of intense or
prolonged precipitation would be expected to flow to the southwest.

According to the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) Map Service Center website (2023) the site
is within Zone X, defined as an area with reduced flood risk due to levee protection.

Potable water is provided to the project site by the City of Sacramento Department of Utilities and sewer
service is provided by the Sacramento Area Sewer District. There is not a separate water source for irrigation
purposes at this project site.

5.2.3 Impacted Aquifers from Site Releases

There are no known site releases.

5.3 FACTORS RELATED TO AIR PATHWAYS

The site is an area characterized as a typical Mediterranean climate, with warm dry summers and mild winters.
The Western Regional Climate Center collected climatic data from Sacramento from 1877 to 2016. The mean
temperature in the atea ranges from a low of 40° Fahrenheit (°F) in the winter to a high of 92°F in the summer,
although extreme temperatures of 17°F and 114°F have been recorded. The average annual precipitation is 18
inches per year.
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6.

Sampling Activities and Results

This section describes methods and results of the soil sampling activities conducted at the site. The initial soil

investigation was conducted on April 22 and 28, 2023. Additional soil sampling was conducted on September

26, 2023. Figures 4 and 5 show the sampling locations for the project atea. Table 1 provides a summary of the

sampling and analysis program for the PEA.

Initial soil sampling activities were conducted at the site on April 22 and April 28, 2023 for the PEA.
One hundred thirty-two (132) discrete soil samples plus 14 duplicates were collected from 66 locations.

Five composite soil samples (three 4 to 1 composite samples and two 3 to 1 composite samples)
collected from 0 to 0.5 feet below ground surface (bgs) were analyzed for organochlorine pesticides

(OCPs) by EPA Method 8081A to assess for potential residual OCPs from historic agricultural
operations.

Five soil samples plus one duplicate from 0 to 0.5 feet were analyzed for arsenic by EPA Method
6010B.

Thirty-two composite soil samples (sixteen from 0 to 0.5 feet and sixteen from 2.5 to 3.0 feet) plus
four composite duplicate soil samples were analyzed for OCPs by EPA Method 8081A to assess for

potential termiticides around older structures on the project site.

Forty-eight soil samples plus six duplicates from 0 to 0.5 feet were analyzed for lead by EPA Method
6010B.

Additional soil sampling was conducted at the site on September 26, 2023.
A total of forty-four (44) discrete samples and four duplicates were collected from 22 locations.
Twenty-two discrete samples plus two duplicates from 0 to 0.5 feet were analyzed for polychlorinated

biphenyls by EPA Method 8082 to access the potential for PCBs in soil beneath windows of the older

classroom buildings and PCBs in soil next to the on-site transformer.

6.1 UTILITY CLEARANCE

Prior to commencement of field activities, USA North was notified of our intent to conduct subsurface

investigations at least 48 hours prior to initiation of intrusive field tasks. USA contacted all utility owners of

record within the site vicinity and notified them of our intention to conduct subsurface investigations in
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proximity to buried utilities. All utility owners of record, or their designated agents, were expected to clearly
mark the position of their utilities on the ground surface throughout the area designated for investigation.

6.2 SAMPLING PROCEDURES

Soil samples were collected following protocols described in DTSC’s PEA Guidance Manual (DTSC 2015),
DTSC’s Interim Guidance for Sampling Agricultural Properties (Third Revision) (DTSC 2008), and DTSC’s
Interim Guidance — Evaluation of School Sites with Potential Soil Contamination as a Result of Lead from
Lead-Based Paint, Organochlorine Pesticides from Termiticides, and Polychlorinated Biphenyls (PCBs) from
Electrical Transformers (DTSC 2006). In addition, the potential for PCBs in soil from window caulking or
sealants in the buildings constructed prior to 1979 was evaluated in accordance with USEPA’s current guidance
on PCBs in building materials (USEPA, 2023), DTSC’s HHRA Note 8 — Recommendations for Evaluating
Polychlorinated Biphenyls (PCBs) at Contaminated Sites in California, and direction from DTSC to obtain all
soil samples within two feet of windows in the older buildings. The sampling program that was implemented
is included in Table 1 and all sampling locations are shown on Figure 4, Sanpling Locations from April 2023, and
Figure 5, Sampling Locations from October 2023. A Professional Geologist was on-site to direct and observe all field
activities.

6.2.1 Soil Sampling Methods and Procedures

Soil sampling was conducted using a hand auger. Soil from the sample interval was emptied from the hand
auger barrel into a certified pre-cleaned glass jar from the laboratory and sealed. Each sample was labeled with
the sample number, sample depth, and the date and time sampled. Samples were immediately placed in an ice-
filled cooler and listed on a Chain-of-custody (COC) form. The COCs are included in the back of the laboratory
reports in Appendix D. Observations pertaining to the soil type were described by a field geologist in
accordance with the Unified Soil Classification System (USCS). Any observation pertaining to potential soil
contamination was recorded.

6.3 QUALITY CONTROL SAMPLING PROCEDURES

Field quality control samples associated with the sampling program included duplicate soil samples, equipment
blanks, and soil matrix spike/matrix spike duplicate (MS/MSD) samples, in accordance with the DTSC PEA
Guidance Manual (DTSC 2015). Duplicate soil samples were collected and analyzed and are listed on Table 1.

6.4 DECONTAMINATION PROCEDURES

All equipment that came into contact with the soil was decontaminated consistently to assure the quality of
samples collected. Decontamination was conducted prior to and after each use of a piece of equipment. All

sampling devices used were decontaminated using the following procedures:
®  Non-phosphate detergent and distilled water wash, using a brush; and

® A double deionized/distilled water rinse.
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6.5 INVESTIGATIVE-DERIVED WASTE MANAGEMENT

In the process of collecting environmental samples during the field-sampling program, different types of

potentially contaminated investigation-derived wastes (IDW) were generated that include the following:
" Used personal protective equipment (PPE);
" Disposable sampling equipment;
®  Soil cuttings; and

B Decontamination fluids.

The EPA’s National Contingency Plan requires that management of IDW comply with all applicable or relevant
and appropriate requirements to the extent practicable. The sampling plan followed the Office of Emergency
and Remedial Response Directive 9345.3-02 dated May 1991, which provides the guidance for the management
of IDW. In addition, other legal and practical considerations that may affect the handling of IDW will be

considered.

Listed below are the procedures that were followed for handling the IDW:

®  Used PPE and disposable equipment were double bagged and placed in a municipal refuse dumpster.
This waste is not considered hazardous and can be sent to a municipal landfill.

®  Soil cuttings were returned to their original borehole.

6.6 ANALYTICAL RESULTS

Organochlorine pesticide results in soil are summarized in Table 2. Table 3 is a summary of the PCB results.

Table 4 presents the lead and arsenic results. Laboratory reports for all analytes are included in Appendix D.

6.7 DISCUSSION OF RESULTS
6.7.1 Soil Description

The native soils encountered and collected during the investigation consisted of medium stiff brown to reddish
brown silt with or without fine sand. No odors or staining were observed by the field geologist. Groundwater

was not encountered. Soil Results

6.7.1.1 ORGANOCHLORINE PESTICIDES

Three OCPs (4,4-DDE, 4,4-DDT and trans-Chlordane) were detected in the samples analyzed. 4,4-DDE was
detected in one surface sample, two deeper samples, and two duplicates (surface and deeper). 4,4-DDT was
detected in one surface sample. trans-Chlordane were detected in one surface sample. The concentrations of
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4,4)-DDE, 44-DDT, and trans-Chlordane (compared to Technical Chlordane) were each below their
respective EPA Region 9 Residential Regional Screening Levels (RSLs) and DTSC’s Screening Levels.

The maximum concentration of 4,4-DDE was teported at 13 micrograms per kilogram (ug/kg), which is
below the EPA RSL for 4,4-DDE adjusted for a 2:1 composite at 1,000 pg/kg. The maximum concentration
(and only detection) of 4,4-DDT was reported at 1.7 pg/kg, which is below the EPA RSL for 4,4-DDT
adjusted for a 2:1 composite at 950 pg/kg. The maximum concentration trans-Chlordane (and only detection)
was teported at 1.8 pug/kg, which is below the EPA RSL for Technical Chlordane adjusted for a 3:1 composite
of 567 ng/kg. Table 2 provides a summary of the OCP detections in soil at the site and the laboratory analytical
results are provided in Appendix D.

6.7.1.2 POLYCHLORINATED BIPHENYLS

Twenty-two discrete soil samples plus two duplicates were collected at depths of 0 to 0.5 feet and analyzed for
PCBs by EPA Method 8082. The purpose of the investigation was to determine if there were PCB impacts to
soil beneath the windows of the older classroom buildings from the weathering of caulking or sealants and
also to evaluate potential releases of PCBs to soil next to the on-site transformer. All of the collected soil
samples had PCB concentrations below the laboratory detection limit of 0.050 mg/kg, which is well below the
EPA RSL for PCBs. Results are summarized in Table 3 and the laboratory analytical results are provided in
Appendix D.

6.7.1.3 ARSENIC

Arsenic concentrations ranged from 2.9 milligrams per kilogram (mg/kg) to 4.5 mg/kg in the five soil samples
and one duplicate analyzed. The project site arsenic concentrations were compared to a background data set
collected from a proposed school site located approximately five miles east of the project site, the Elk Grove
Unified School District’s Proposed Gerber Creek Elementary School site (DTSC Site Code: 104754). The
background site is in the same geologic formation as the project site as identified on the California Geological
Survey Preliminary Geologic Map of the Lodi 30’x 60’ Quadrangle (Dawson 2009). All concentrations of
arsenic on site were similar to the background concentrations. Arsenic results are summarized in Table 4 and
background arsenic concentrations are provided in Table 5. Laboratory reports for arsenic analysis are included
in Appendix D.

6.7.1.4 LEAD

Lead was detected in all 48 soil samples plus the duplicate samples above laboratory detection limits. Lead
concentrations ranged from 4.8 mg/kg to 23 mg/kg in surface samples. All lead concentrations in the surface
soil samples were below DTSC’s lead screening level of 80 mg/kg. Table 4 provides a summary of the lead

concentrations detected in soil at the site; the laboratory analytical results are presented in Appendix D.
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/. Human Health Screening Evaluation

A human health screening assessment was conducted to evaluate the potential threat to human health at the
proposed school site. The established PEA screening process was used to determine if there are levels of
contamination at the site that may have adverse effects on human health. The purpose of the human health
risk screening evaluation was to assess whether chemicals of concern in soil at the site could pose a threat to
human health under conservative (health-protective) exposure assumptions. The PEA requires a residential

land use scenario regardless of current use and zoning,

7.1 CONCEPTUAL SITE MODEL

The potentially complete soil exposure pathways include soil ingestion, dermal exposure to soil, and inhalation
of particulates detected in soil. Potentially exposed populations for the site include on-site school age children,
teachers, and staff. Consistent with DTSC guidance, future unrestricted/residential land use was considered as
the most health-protective and conservative land use for the assessment and hypothetical future onsite residents
were also evaluated. In order to estimate what the potential exposures may be under current and future land
use plans; risk calculations were conducted using the data that were collected for this investigation.

Figure 6 is the conceptual site model for the site. The primary sources of chemicals of concern for the site are
from the current and historic land uses discussed in Section 3. The exposure assumptions for the resident are
that exposure will occur 24 hours per day for seven days a week for 350 days per year for 26 years. This exposure
scenario is very health protective for a school site where teachers, students and staff may occupy the site for a

maximum of 250 days per year for eight to nine hours per day.

7.2 CHEMICALS OF POTENTIAL CONCERN SELECTION

The chemicals of potential concern (COPCs) for the site that were evaluated in the PEA screening risk
assessment have been identified based on the site history, sampling results, DTSC guidance and protocol. The
concentrations of COPCs in soil were compared to the DTSC-modified screening levels (DTSC-SLs) presented
in DTSC’s Office of Human and Ecological Risk (HERO) Human Health Risk Assessment (HHRA) Note 3
(HERO, June 2020, updated May 2022). If a DTSC-SL was not established, the soil concentrations were
compared to Regional Screening Levels (RSLs) established by the United States Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA) Region 9 (USEPA, May 2023) for a residential setting.

Some composite samples had levels of 4,4° DDE, 4,4” DDT, and trans-chlordane above laboratory detection
limits but below EPA and DTSC screening levels (Table 2). These OCPs were carried forward into the
screening level assessment. PCBs were not included as COPCs because all detected concentrations were below
laboratory detection limits (Table 3). Lead and arsenic were not included as COPCs because all lead
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concentrations were well below the DTSC residential threshold of 80 mg/kg and arsenic concentrations were
within the range of background levels.

7.3 SOIL EVALUATION FOR ORGANOCHLORINE PESTICIDES

Although the maximum concentrations of the three OCPs detected in soil at the project site did not exceed
the respective EPA RSLs or DTSC SLs, it is possible that the cumulative carcinogenic risk could exceed the
DTSC threshold of one in a million. Therefore, the following risk assessment was conducted, using maximum
reported OCP concentrations to determine potential carcinogenic risk and the hazard index.

The estimated cancer risk for the site using the maximum detected concentration assuming a residential land

use exposure scenario is 1.8E-08, which is below the DTSC level of concern of 1.0E-06.

The cumulative hazard index (HI) for noncarcinogenic risk for exposure to organochlorine pesticides in soil
was significantly less than 1.0, using the maximum concentrations for a residential exposure scenario. A total
HI of 1.0 or less indicates that there is no cause for concern for adverse noncarcinogenic health effects.

The concentrations of the pesticides at the site do not pose a significant health risk to future users of the site
under the most conservative assumptions using a residential land use exposure scenario and maximum reported
concentrations reported. The pesticides were reported infrequently, and the risk analysis conservatively assumes
that the highest reported concentrations are located throughout the site.
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7.4 UNCERTAINTY ANALYSIS

The data collected are subject to uncertainty associated with sampling and analysis. These data are presented
in other parts of the PEA. In the analysis it was assumed that samples collected were representative of
conditions to which various populations may be exposed. However, the collected samples may not be
completely representative due to biases in sampling and to random vatiability of samples. In general, sampling
was biased toward areas of known and suspected elevated chemical concentrations, which will lead to an
overestimation of risk when these results are assumed to represent a larger area. The placement of soil borings
was purposely biased to detect and characterize potential hot spots of soil based on historical site use. This
type of sampling approach is likely to overestimate the chemical concentrations to which a receptor would be
exposed and the potential health impact to the receptors evaluated.

Samples were analyzed using California State Certified Laboratory procedures and were subjected to limited
review in order to determine data suitable for decision-making. However, it should be noted that sample analysis

is subject to uncertainties associated with precision, accuracy and detection of chemicals at low concentrations.

8. Ecological Screening Evaluation

8.1 SITE CHARACTERIZATION

Based on visual observations during the site visit and information provided by the District, the site is currently
a school campus. The area is disturbed and does not support wildlife habitats.

8.2 BIOLOGICAL CHARACTERIZATION

The site is a disturbed area that is paved and contains a school campus and therefore does not support wildlife
habitats. Natural wildlife habitat areas were not noted on the project site.

8.3 ECOLOGICAL PATHWAY ASSESSMENT

No assessment of potential exposures to sensitive ecological receptors is necessary based on the lack of
chemicals of concern for the site.

8.4 ECOLOGICAL SCREENING EVALUATION SUMMARY

An ecological screening evaluation was not conducted for the site because the project site has historically been
used as an elementary school and there is a lack of wildlife habitat at the site. Based on the available information
and the conceptual site model, there does not appear to be a complete exposute pathway for sensitive ecological
species. Any stormwater runoff from the site would be collected by the City’s storm drain system and would

not directly enter a surface waterway.
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9. Quality Assurance/Quality Control (QA/QC)
Implementation

The QA/QC Program was implemented in accordance with the DTSC PEA Guidance Manual (DTSC 2015).
The primary quality control features of the QA/QC program include the collection and analysis of field quality

control samples and the data validation.

Quality control samples collected in the field included duplicate samples and equipment rinseate blanks as
described in Section 6. The data for these quality control samples were reviewed as part of the data validation
process, along with results from laboratory quality control analyses. Data validation was performed in
compliance with DTSC’s PEA Guidance Manual, using protocols consistent with the USEPA National
Functional Guidelines (DTSC 2015). Each sample was analyzed for the specified suite of analyses presented in
Section 6. Data from each of the analyses were evaluated with respect to the quality control criteria listed below.

Data for the project as a whole were evaluated in terms of completeness.
® Holding times;
®  Field blanks;
®  Laboratory method and calibration blanks;
" Initial and continuing calibrations;
B System monitoring compounds (surrogates - organic analyses only);
B Laboratory control samples (LCS) and LCS duplicate samples (LCSD) - as applicable;
" Matrix spikes (MS)/Matrix spike duplicates (MSD);
®  Field replicates/confirmatory samples; and

®  Compound identification and quantitation.

Data quality for the project is very good, and the data collected are of acceptable quality for use in the screening
evaluation. The following issues were identified during the course of the validation review.

Results from the field duplicate samples indicate appropriate sample collection and handling procedures were

implemented, and that laboratory analytical precision was also acceptable.
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Data validation qualifier flags have been added to those data that did not meet acceptance criteria as defined in
School Quality Assurance Project Plans. Results of the validation indicate that all samples collected and
analyzed are useful in characterizing the site and assessing the human health and ecological risks for the site.
No detectable concentrations were qualified as rejected (R) or were considered to be unusable based on the
validation evaluation. Data qualified as estimated (J/U]) exhibited some bias during analysis and should be
considered as an approximate measure of the respective analyte concentration. Qualified data are presented
along with the data results in the analytical summary tables provided in this report.

Field activities were observed to be conducted in a manner consistent with the QA/QC procedures presented
in the DTSC PEA Guidance Manual (DTSC 2015). No findings were identified that significantly affect the
quality of the samples collected or the resulting data evaluation.

9.1 DATA VALIDATION

Data validation was performed for all samples submitted as part of PlaceWorks’ evaluation of soil. Eurofins
TestAmerica, Sacramento and Eurofins Environmental Testing CalScience, Tustin were the lead laboratories
for the PEA and performed the required soil analyses.

Validation was performed in accordance with the general guidance provided in the USEPA Functional
Guidelines for Evaluating Inorganic Analyses (USEPA 1994) and in accordance with the professional judgment
of the validation team. Validation was performed to assess analytical performance in terms of the DQOs
accuracy, precision, sensitivity, and completeness. Comparability and representativeness DQOs for the samples
collected are addressed by the correct implementation of the procedures defined in the sampling and analysis
plan. A summary of the validation program, in terms of the DQOs listed above, is provided in the following
sections. No qualifiers were noted on the soil sample analytical results; however, there were some qualifiers on
the OA/QC samples as noted below.

9.2 ACCURACY

Accuracy was evaluated by assessing the results of holding times, field and laboratory blanks, initial and
continuing calibrations, surrogate spike recoveries (organic analyses), LCS recoveries, MS analyses, and
interference check samples (metals by inductively coupled plasma).

Frequency and control criteria for initial and continuing calibration verifications were met. The method blank
data showed non-detectable levels for all constituents. MS and MSD were performed at the required

frequencies. All recoveries were within acceptable limits except for the following:

e The matrix spike / matrix spike duplicate (MS/MSD) recoveties under EPA Method 8081 for
preparation batch 320-671647 and 320-672143 and analytical batch 320-673104 were outside control
limits for one or more analytes. Sample matrix intetference and/or non-homogeneity are suspected
because the associated laboratory control sample (LCS) recovery is within acceptance limits.

e The matrix spike / matrix spike duplicate (MS/MSD) recoveties under EPA Method 8081 for
preparation batch 320-671647 and 320-672144 and analytical batch 320-673106 were outside control
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limits for one or mote analytes. Sample matrix interference and/or non-homogeneity are suspected
because the associated laboratory control sample (LCS) recovery is within acceptance limits.

e The matrix spike / matrix spike duplicate (MS/MSD) recoveties under EPA Method 6010B for
preparation batch 320-670163 and analytical batch 320-670519 were outside control limits for one or
more analytes. Sample matrix interference and/or non-homogeneity ate suspected because the
associated laboratory control sample (LCS) recovery is within acceptance limits.

e The matrix spike duplicate (MSD) recoveries under EPA Method 6010B for preparation batch 320-
670431 and analytical batch 320-670721 were outside control limits. Non-homogeneity is suspected
because the associated laboratory control sample (LCS) recovery was within acceptance limits.

e The matrix spike / matrix spike duplicate (MS/MSD) recoveties and precision under EPA Method
8081 for preparation batch 320-673779 and 320-674085 and analytical batch 320-674871 were outside
control limits. Sample matrix interference and/or non-homogeneity are suspected because the
associated laboratory control sample (LCS) was within acceptance limits.

LCS analysis was performed at required frequencies and all recoveries were within acceptable limits. Surrogate
recoveries for all samples were within acceptable control limits.

9.3 PRECISION

Precision was evaluated by assessing the results between MS and MSD analyses, LCS and LCSD analyses,
between laboratory duplicate analyses. The precision DQO was generally satisfied for the samples collected
during the project. Precision was evaluated as the relative percent difference (RPD) between control sample
results. RPD criteria reported by the laboratory were used to assess precision. RPDs were within the appropriate
control limits and precision is considered acceptable except for the following:

e The %RPD between the primary and confirmation column exceeded 40% for Endrin and
Methoxychlor for the following sample: (320-99594-A-46-D MSD). The primary column values have
been reported and qualified in accordance with the laboratory's SOP.

9.4 SENSITIVITY

Sensitivity was addressed by ensuring that the reporting limits provided by the laboratories met those as
requested in the workplans and task orders provided to the laboratory. Data were qualified in cases where results
were reported at concentrations below standard laboratory reporting limits, but above the method detection
limits that may have been required to meet the sensitivity requirements for the project. Such results were flagged
by the laboratory as either | or B qualified data. There were no ] or B qualified data in the analytical results.

9.5 COMPLETENESS

Completeness is an evaluation of the overall sampling program with respect to data generated that is usable

versus data that may have been rejected. No data were rejected during the data validation process for this
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project. The completeness objectives (minimum 90 percent) for this project are therefore considered to be

satisfied for all analyses.

PlaceWorks field personnel reviewed the HASP prior to commencing fieldwork. Prior to initiation of field
activities each day, a site safety briefing was conducted to identify potential physical and chemical hazards and
measures to be taken in event of an emergency. All on-site personnel were required to sign the site safety
briefing form. During field activities, all personnel within the exclusion zone wore appropriate level D PPE.
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11. Conclusions and Recommendations

This Preliminary Environmental Assessment Report for the Proposed Chavez-Kemble Elementary School
Rebuild (site) was prepared by PlaceWorks on behalf of Sacramento City Unified School District (District).
Sacramento City School District proposes to demolish the existing Chavez-Kemble Elementary School and
rebuild it.

The 10.13-acre site encompasses two schools, Kemble Elementary School on 7495 29th Street and Chavez
Elementary School on 7500 32nd Street, both in the Meadowview neighborhood of the City of Sacramento.
(Figure 1, Site Location; Figure 2, Local Vicinity, and Figure 3, Aerial Photograph). The Assessor’s Parcel Numbers
(APNSs) for the project site are 049-0183-002 and 049-0176-002.

The project site is bounded by residential uses along Torrance Avenue to the north, residential uses along 32nd
Street to the east, Kemble Park and residential uses to the south, and residential uses along 29th Street to the
west of the project site. The City of Sacramento is bounded by Yolo County and Solano County to the west;
the City of Elk Grove to the south; and unincorporated Sacramento County to the north, east, and south. The
project site is approximately 2.1 miles to the east of Interstate 5 (I-5) and 1.70 miles west of State Route 99
(SR-99). The project area historically had been used for grass crops from at least 1937 until about 1957. Kemble
Elementary School was built in 1963. Chavez Elementary School was built in 2000.

DEPARTMENT OF TOXIC SUBSTANCES CONTROL PROTOCOL

Based on a review of historical information and a site visit, structures were identified at Kemble Elementary
School dating back to about 1963. Due to the age of former structures and older current structures, the DTSC
requires testing to assess potential impacts to soil from lead-based paint and organochlorine pesticides from
possible termiticide usage. In addition, based on historical aerial photographs, it appears that the project site
was used for agricultural purposes (grass crops) that were possibly irrigated from at least 1937 until about 1957.
Because the proposed usage is for a school, testing was implemented to assess these issues following DTSC’s
Interim Guidance for Evaluating School Sites with Potential Soil Contamination as a result of Lead from Lead-Based Paint,
Organochlorine Pesticides from Termiticides, and Polychlorinated Biphenyls from Electrical Transformers dated June 2006 and
DTSC’s Interim Guidance for Sampling Agricnltural Properties (Third Revision) dated August 2008.

A supplemental investigation was also conducted to address the potential for polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs)
in soil beneath classroom windows in structures constructed prior to 1979 due to the weathering of window
caulking and sealant materials and to address potential releases of PCBs from the on-site transformer. The
recommendations and procedures provided in DTSC’s HHRA Note Number 8: Recommendations for Evalnating
Polychiorinated Biphenyls (PCBs) at Contaminated Sites in California and the US Environmental Protection Agency’s
guidance on its website, Polychlorinated Biphenyls (PCBs) in Older Buildings, were used to guide this investigation.
The investigation results are discussed below.
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SUMMARY

Based on a review of historical information and a site visit, a site investigation program was prepared and

implemented to address potential areas of concern as summarized below:

Soil sampling activities were initially conducted at the site on April 22 and 28, 2023.
One hundred thirty-two (132) discrete soil samples plus 14 duplicates were collected from 66 locations.

Five composite soil samples (three 4 to 1 composite samples and two 3 to 1 composite samples)
collected from 0 to 0.5 feet below ground surface (bgs) were analyzed for organochlorine pesticides
(OCPs) by EPA Method 8081A to assess for potential residual OCPs from historic agricultural
operations.

Five soil samples plus one duplicate from 0 to 0.5 feet were analyzed for arsenic by EPA Method 6010B
from historical agricultural operations.

Thirty-two composite soil samples (sixteen from 0 to 0.5 feet and sixteen from 2.5 to 3.0 feet) plus
four composite duplicate soil samples were analyzed for OCPs by EPA Method 8081A to assess for
potential termiticides around older structures on the project site.

Forty-eight soil samples plus six duplicates from 0 to 0.5 feet were analyzed for lead by EPA Method
6010B around older structures on the project site to assess for potential lead-based paint residue.

Additional soil sampling was conducted on September 26, 2023 as per the PEA Workplan.

Twenty-two discrete soil samples plus two duplicates were collected at depths of 0 to 0.5 feet and
analyzed for PCBs by EPA Method 8082 to access for potential soil impacts from PCBs beneath
windows in older structures on the project site and to evaluate potential releases from the on-site
transformer.

The results of the field program are summarized below:

Three OCPs (4,4-DDE, 4,4-DDT and trans-Chlordane) were detected in the samples analyzed. 4,4’-
DDE was detected in one surface sample, two deeper samples, and two duplicates (surface and deeper).
44-DDT was detected in one surface sample. trans-Chlordane were detected in one surface sample.
The concentrations of 4,4’-DDE, 4,4-DDT, and trans-Chlordane (compared to Technical Chlordane)
were each below their respective EPA Region 9 Residential Regional Screening Levels (RSLs) and
DTSC’s Screening Levels.

The maximum concentration of 4,4-DDE was reported at 13 micrograms per kilogram (ug/kg), which
is below the EPA RSL for 4,4-DDE adjusted for a 2:1 composite at 1,000 pg/kg. The maximum
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concentration (and only detection) of 4,4-DDT was reported at 1.7 ug/kg, which is below the EPA
RSL for 4,4-DDT adjusted for a 2:1 composite at 950 pg/kg. The maximum concentration trans-
Chlordane (and only detection) was reported at 1.8 ng/kg, which is below the EPA RSL for Technical
Chlordane adjusted for a 3:1 composite of 567 ng/kg Table 2 provides a summary of the OCP
detections in soil at the site. Appendix D provides the laboratory analytical results.

PCB concentrations were below the limits of detection for all of the analyzed samples, as summarized
in Table 3. Laboratory results are provided in Appendix D.

Arsenic concentrations ranged from 2.9 milligrams per kilogram (mg/kg) to 4.5 mg/kg in the five soil
samples and one duplicate analyzed. The project site arsenic concentrations were compared to a
background data set collected from a proposed school site located approximately five miles east of the
project site, the Elk Grove Unified School District’s Proposed Gerber Creek Elementary School site
(DTSC Site Code: 104754). The background site is located on the same geologic formation as the
project site as identified on the California Geological Survey Preliminary Geologic Map of the Lodi
30x 60’ Quadrangle (Dawson 2009). All concentrations of arsenic on site were similar to the
background concentrations. Arsenic results are summarized in Table 4 and background arsenic
concentrations are provided in Table 5. Laboratory reports for arsenic analysis are included in

Appendix D.

Lead was detected in all 48 soil samples plus the duplicate samples above laboratory detection limits.
Lead concentrations ranged from 4.8 mg/kg to 23 mg/kg in surface samples. All lead concentrations
in the surface soil samples were below DTSC’s lead screening level of 80 mg/kg. Table 4 provides a
summary of the lead concentrations; laboratory reports are provided in Appendix D.

The human health risk screening showed that chemicals of concern would not pose a risk to human

health or the environment under an unrestricted residential land use scenario.

B Laboratory data obtained were validated to assure that Data Quality Objectives (DQOs) were met, and
the data were suitable for use in a human health and ecological screening evaluation.

111 RECOMMENDATIONS

Two soil investigations were conducted at the project site to determine if there were elevated soil concentrations
due to former agricultural use and prior termiticide, lead-based paint, and PCB usage at the site. The human
health risk screening assessment showed that the project site has not been adversely affected by current and/or
past uses. Per California Education Code Section 17213.1, PlaceWorks concludes that no further assessment
of the site is necessary and is requesting that DTSC approve the PEA.
