Funded by the U.S. Department of Labor, the Homeless Veterans Reintegration Program (HVRP) is a
federal program that focuses on addressing the barriers facing homeless and at-risk veterans and helps
reintegrate individuals into meaningful employment within the labor force.

The program offers employment readiness, workshops, job counseling, resume preparation, job
placement, and retention services. The HVRP team also ensures that participants receive essential
supportive services such as interview clothing, assistance with filing of VA Benefit claims, community
referrals and resources, and a full computer lab.
