Use appropriate and varied transitions to create cohesion and clarify the relationships among complex ideas and concepts

	
	
Use precise language and domain-specific vocabulary to manage the complexity of the text

	
	
Establish and maintain a formal style and objective tone


	
	
Provide a concluding statement or section that follows from and supports the information or explanation presented
