7. DOMESTIC PARTNERS:  For contracts of $100,000 or more,  Contractor certifies that 
Contractor is in compliance with Public Contract Code section 10295.3.  

8. GENDER IDENTITY:  For contracts of $100,000 or more, Contractor certifies that 
Contractor is in compliance with Public Contract Code section 10295.35. 

 

DOING BUSINESS WITH THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA

5. CORPORATE QUALIFICATIONS TO DO BUSINESS IN CALIFORNIA:  

a. When agreements are to be performed in the state by corporations, the contracting 
agencies will be verifying that the contractor is currently qualified to do business in 
California in order to ensure that all obligations due to the state are fulfilled.   

b. "Doing business" is defined in R&TC Section 23101 as actively engaging in any 
transaction for the purpose of financial or pecuniary gain or profit.  Although there are 
some statutory exceptions to taxation, rarely will a corporate contractor performing within 
the state not be subject to the franchise tax.

7. AIR OR WATER POLLUTION VIOLATION: Under the State laws, the Contractor shall 
not be: (1) in violation of any order or resolution not subject to review promulgated by the 
State Air Resources Board or an air pollution control district; (2) subject to cease and 
desist order not subject to review issued pursuant to Section 13301 of the Water Code for 
violation of waste discharge requirements or discharge prohibitions; or (3) finally 
determined to be in violation of provisions of federal law relating to air or water pollution.

SCOPE OF WORK 
I. INTRODUCTION  

This contract is between Sacramento City Unified School District (henceforth known as “the Program” 
or “SCUSD”), which is a State or local public agency, and the California Department of Rehabilitation 
(DOR). This third-party cooperative agreement (TPCA) is designed to jointly serve the mutual 
unduplicated individuals and/or recipients of DOR services (henceforth referred to as “participants”) 
receiving services from the Program and DOR’s Northern Sierra District offices. Services will also be 
made available to participants of Blind Field Services (BFS) District as appropriate. Under this 
cooperative agreement, the Program will ensure that the services provided are not the customary or 
typical services provided by that Program but rather are new services that have a vocational 
rehabilitation focus or are existing services that have been modified, adapted, expanded, or 
reconfigured to have a vocational rehabilitation focus. 
 
The program will provide services through this contract to the following SCUSD high school sites:

Employment.

DOR Student Services are a coordinated set of services available for students with disabilities, to 
provide transition services to students from the age of 16 through 21, unless the student is 
participating in a special education program and receiving services beyond the age of 21 (for 
students participating in secondary education programs such as adult transition programs). DOR 
Student Services may be delivered in a classroom, community, or individual setting. Programs 
may provide DOR Student Services up to one year post exit from high school if the student is 
enrolled in a post-secondary education setting and still satisfies the definition of a student with a 
disability. Otherwise, upon exit from high school, DOR Student Services will end. 
 
The coordinated DOR Student Services activities shall include DOR, the school, and other 
appropriate agencies that may provide services to the participant including Regional Centers, the 
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One Stop system, and Social Security administration. DOR Student Services are based upon the 
individual participant’s needs, preferences and interests and may include program instruction and 
community experiences. 
 
The following DOR Student Services will be provided by the Program in accordance with this 
agreement, as authorized by DOR for each individual with a disability and individualized to each 
program participant’s needs, preferences, and interests as well as their DOR Individualized Plan 
for Employment (IPE) goals and objectives, as appropriate.  
 
The services described in sections below are DOR Student Services, designed to support 
students with disabilities in exploring transition from school and preparing for successful 
employment and/or postsecondary education. 
 
DOR Student Services are available to Program participants who are potentially eligible or 
participants who have been determined eligible for VR services. Participants engaged in DOR 
Student Services through this contract will primarily be provided services as potentially eligible. 
Participants who require additional services to participate in DOR Student Services may need to 
apply for VR services. Participants who have been determined eligible for the VR services may be 
provided with DOR Student Services either pre- or post-IPE development. 
 

1. DOR Student Services Job Exploration Counseling 
a. Description 

Job Exploration Counseling services provide an individualized, timely, and systematic 
process by which a participant seeking employment gains knowledge of career paths and 
job opportunities and learns to identify strengths, barriers to employment, viable vocational 
options, and objectives necessary to achieve one or more employment goals. Job 
Exploration Counseling will be provided in conjunction with the counseling provided by the 
DOR counselor. Job Exploration Counseling may include discussion, analysis, or 
information on: 

• Local labor markets 
• In-demand industries and occupations 
• Non-traditional employment options 
• Interest in post-secondary training or education 
• Career aptitude, career skills, and vocational interest inventories 
• The participant’s vocational interest inventory results 
• Identification of career pathways of interest to the participant, and the skills and 

qualifications necessary to be successful in these occupations 
• The participant’s prior work experience and transferable skills 
• Career speakers 

 
Progress Reports on Job Exploration activities will be provided to the DOR Counselor.

o Community safety 

• Employer expectations such as punctuality and performance 
• Relevant work practices

• Financial literacy 

o Money management 
o Assistance in becoming knowledgeable regarding the impact of employment on a 

participant's disability and benefits

• Assist with application/enrollment process 
• Identify financial aid options 
• Identify technology needs 
• Attend college fairs & tours 
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Progress Reports on Counseling on Post-Secondary Education activities will be provided to 
the DOR Counselor.  
 
The TPP Service Coordinator(s), the TPP Employment Placement Specialist, and the TPP 
Employment Assistant will provide Counseling on Post-Secondary Education.

1. INVOICING AND PAYMENT  
A. Service Budget Payment of Expenditure  

1. This is a cost reimbursement Agreement for subvention services. For services satisfactorily 
completed by the Program consistent with those authorized by DOR, and upon receipt and 
approval of the invoices by DOR, DOR agrees to reimburse the Program for actual 
expenditures incurred subject to the approved Scope of Work, Service Budget, Budget 
Narrative, approved invoices, and applicable regulations as attached or referenced hereto 
and made a part of this Agreement.  
 

2. All expenses shall be reviewed and approved by the DOR Contract Administrator before 
payment can be made to the Program. 
 

3. The Service Budget must set forth in detail the reimbursable items, unit rates and extended 
total amounts for each line item. The Program's Service Budget shall include items directly 
related to this Agreement to include a Budget Narrative that fully explains why and how the 
costs are necessary, reasonable, and allocable to the Agreement.   

 
B. Submission of Invoice(s) 

1. Monthly invoices must be completed using the DR 801B Service Invoice form (DR801B) 
and shall provide an actual line-item detail of expenditure(s) that supports the approved 
Service Budget and Budget Narrative. The DR801B shall include the Agreement Number 
and be submitted in duplicate not more frequently than monthly in arrears to the DOR 
Contract Administrator or designee (listed in Exhibit A). 
 

2. An original DR801B must be submitted and signed by authorized personnel as listed on the 
Signature Authorization (DR 325) form.   
 

3. Supporting documentation must be available upon request at any time by DOR staff, or 
other State and Federal representatives.   
 

4. Federal and State funds are time limited; therefore, invoices (service and certified match) 
must be submitted as soon as possible, but no later than 60 days after the service month.  
Final submission of all fiscal year-end invoices is due no later than November 1st, to allow 
for payment and draw down prior to the close out of Federal/State funds. 
 

5. If budgetary funds revert due to failure to submit timely invoices or failure to submit a 
properly prepared invoice, related Federal and State funds will no longer be available for 
use which will require the contractor to submit a claim through the California Department of 
General Services’ Government Claims Program, where approval to pay is not guaranteed.   

 
6. The DOR is committed to issue payments as quickly as possible following the receipt of an 

accurate and complete invoice of allowable costs as approved by the DOR Contract 
Administrator. 
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C. Appropriate Expenditures 
Budgets must not contain line items that are or will be reimbursed/paid by another source of 
funding during the period covered by this Agreement. Budgeted amounts that have not been 
utilized during a fiscal year shall not be carried over to another fiscal year.  
 

D. Invoice Claim Adjustments 
1. Budgeted amounts remaining for a given line item, within a fiscal year budget, may be used 

to defray allowable costs under the approved budget line items contained within the same 
fiscal year. A claim adjustment is required on the Service Invoice (DOR 801B) with an 
attached brief narrative explaining each line item impacted and may not exceed up to a 
cumulative amount of ten percent (10%) of the total annual contract Service Budget for all 
budget years as long, as there is neither an increase nor decrease of the total annual 
contract Service Budget. A formal amendment is required if it does not meet the above 
criteria.  
 

2. Staff line item salary ranges and percentage of time are projected estimates and are 
subject to change based on actual salary and chargeable time costs. Claim adjustments 
are allowable as long as the annualized total line item costs do not exceed what is allowed 
in Item 1 above.  

 
E. Budget Contract Amendments 

A contract amendment between both parties is required for any budget changes not covered in 
Section D above. This includes any major category or detailed line item description changes to 
the approved Service Budget and Budget Narrative as outlined below: 
 

• Adding and deleting a major category budget or detailed line item. 
• Line item adjustments that exceed a cumulative amount of 10%. 
• Decrease/increase to the total annual budget award or the total Agreement award for all 

budget years. 
• Any word for word changes to the written budget narrative or budget cost detail. 

(Note: ALL changes must be made in bold.) 
 

F. Travel Reimbursements 
If travel is reimbursable, the Program agrees that all travel expenses and per diem rates paid 
to its employees under this Agreement shall be reimbursed at actual costs not to exceed the 
California Department of Human Resources (CalHR) designated rates for excluded 
employees. Go to CalHR website at http://www.calhr.ca.gov/employees/pages/travel-
reimbursements.aspx. No travel outside the State of California except for bordering California 
States shall be reimbursed without prior documented written authorization from DOR.   
 
Upon request from DOR, the Program will provide sufficient documentation to support travel 
expenditures such as travel claims, mileage logs, and receipts for lodging, transportation, and 
meal costs. Travel costs that benefit more than one cost objective will be allocated to this 
agreement in proportion to the benefit received by DOR. 
 

 
2. BUDGET CONTINGENCY CLAUSE  

A. It is mutually agreed that if the Budget Act of the current year and/or any subsequent years 
covered under this Agreement does not appropriate sufficient funds for the Program, this 
Agreement shall have no further force and effect. In this event, the State shall have no liability

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to pay any funds whatsoever to the Program or to furnish any other considerations under this 
Agreement and the Program shall not be obligated to perform any provisions of this 
Agreement.  

 
B. If funding for any fiscal year is reduced or deleted by the Budget Act for purposes of this 

program, the State shall have the option to either cancel this Agreement with no liability 
occurring to the State or offer an Agreement amendment to the Program to reflect the reduced 
amount. 
 

3. BUDGET CONTINGENCY CLAUSE FOR FEDERALLY FUNDED AGREEMENTS  
A. It is mutually understood between the parties that this Agreement may have been written for 

the mutual benefit of both parties before ascertaining the availability of congressional 
appropriation of funds to avoid program and fiscal delays that would occur if the Agreement 
were executed after that determination was made.  

 
B. This Agreement is valid and enforceable only if sufficient funds are made available to the State 

by the United States Government for the current year and/or any subsequent year for the 
purpose of this program. In addition, this Agreement is subject to any additional restrictions, 
limitations, or conditions enacted by Congress or to any statute enacted by Congress that may 
affect the provisions, terms, or funding of this Agreement in any manner.  

 
C. The parties mutually agree that if Congress does not appropriate sufficient funds for the 

program, this Agreement shall be amended to reflect any reduction in funds.  
 
4. PROMPT PAYMENT CLAUSE   

Payment will be made in accordance with, and within the time specified in, Government Code 
Chapter 4.5, commencing with section 927.  

 
5. PRINCIPLES AND STANDARDS FOR DETERMINING ALLOWABLE COSTS, INCLUDING 

REQUIREMENTS FOR DOCUMENTING PERSONNEL ACTIVITY CHARGEABLE TO THE 
AGREEMENT  

 
Agreements awarded by DOR shall be subject to actual costs for services rendered under this 
Agreement. Allowable costs under this Agreement must meet the following general criteria:  

 
• Be generally recognized and necessary for the provision of services identified in this 

Agreement. 
• Be reasonable for the performance of the Agreement, including acceptable sound business 

practices. 
• Be subject to the terms and conditions of the Agreement and approved DOR budgeted line 

items. 
• Not be used for general expenses required to carry out other responsibilities of the Program.  
• Be properly documented and supported. 
• Be allocable to the services provided under the cooperative arrangement so that costs charged 

to the agreement are proportional to the benefits received by DOR. 
 
Documenting and supporting the distribution of all costs, including the allocation of time chargeable 
to the Agreement, is required. The Program agrees to comply with the 2 CFR part 200 Federal cost 
principles regarding documentation for the support of personnel activity chargeable to the 
Agreement.   
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6. ACCOUNTING SYSTEM REQUIREMENTS  
A. The Program must maintain an appropriate fund accounting system that accurately 

accumulates and segregates reasonable, allocable, and allowable costs in compliance with 
State and Federal regulations, and generally accepted accounting principles. The Program’s 
financial management system shall provide: 

 
• Accurate, current, and complete disclosure of the financial results of each federally 

sponsored project. 
• Records that identify adequately the source and application of funds for federally 

sponsored activities. 
• Written procedures for determining the reasonableness, allocable, and allowable costs 

in accordance with the provisions of the applicable federal cost principles and the terms 
and conditions of the Agreement. 

• Accurate fund accounting records that track the revenues received from 
funders/sources and the expenditures paid to vendors for goods and services, and that 
are supported by adequate source documentation. 

 
B. The Program shall submit to State such reports, accounts, and records as deemed necessary 

by the State to discharge its obligation under State and Federal laws and regulations

Indirect costs cover administrative costs not already addressed under specific line items in this 
contract (e.g., Chief Financial Officer, building/office facilities expenses, human resources, data 
processing, maintenance, and general operations) This indirect rate is applied to both personnel 
costs and operating expenses in this contract. 
 

WORKPLACE READINESS TRAINING 
Costs for the purchase of bus passes to support travel training 
Readiness Training instruction as part of Workplace Readiness Training services. Total amount 
budgeted is based on the anticipated number of program participants receiving transportation training 
multiplied by the prevailing local student bus pass rates. 
 
WORK-BASED LEARNING 
Based upon the specific work experience placement, reimbursement costs for the purchase 
employer-required items such as, but not limited to, shoes, work clothing, uniforms, fingerprinting, and 
food handler permits.

(Standard Agreement - Subvention) 

Special Terms and Conditions 
 

1. NOTIFICATION AND COMPLIANCE 
All notices required by either party shall be in writing and sent by email, mail, or personally 
delivered to the appropriate address. Mailing addresses may be changed by written notice. 
 
The Program agrees to comply with all laws, regulations, ordinances, and policies of any 
governmental unit having jurisdiction over the rehabilitation program with regards to construction, 
medicine, health, safety, wages, hours, working conditions, workers’ compensation, licensing and 
all other activities requiring compliance. The Program shall accept financial responsibilities in the 
event of non-compliance.  
 

2. DISPUTES  
If the Program believes that there is a dispute or grievance between the Program and the State 
arising out of or relating to this Agreement, the Program shall first discuss and attempt to resolve 
the issue informally with the DOR Contract Administrator. If the issue cannot be resolved at this 
level, the Program shall follow the following procedures: 
 

A. If the issue cannot be resolved informally with the DOR Contract Administrator, the Program 
shall submit, in writing, a grievance report together with any evidence to the DOR Contract 
Administrator’s Supervisor. The grievance report must State the issues in the dispute, the legal 
authority, or other basis for the Program’s position and the remedy sought. Within ten (10) 
working days of receipt of the written grievance report from the Program, the DOR Supervisor 
shall make a determination on the problem and shall respond in writing to the Program 
indicating the decision and reasons, therefore. Should the Program disagree with the 
Supervisor’s decision, the Program may appeal to the next level following the procedure in 
“Disputes”, paragraph B listed below. 

 
B. The Program’s letter of appeal must be submitted within ten (10) working days of the receipt of 

the DOR Contract Administrator’s Supervisor’s written decision. The Program must submit a 
letter of appeal to the DOR Contract Officer explaining the disagreement with the Contract 
Administrator’s Supervisor’s decision. The letter must include, as an attachment, copies of the 
Program’s original grievance report, evidence originally submitted, and response from the 
Supervisor. The Contracting Officer shall, within twenty (20) working days of receipt of 
Program’s letter of appeal, review the issues raised and shall render a written decision to the 
Program. The decision of the Director or designee shall be final. 

 
3. RIGHT TO TERMINATE 

A. Either party reserves the right to terminate this Agreement subject to 30 days written notice.   
 

B. However, the Agreement can be immediately terminated by DOR for cause. The term “for 
cause” shall mean that the Program fails to meet the terms, conditions, and/or responsibilities 
of the Agreement. In this instance, the Agreement termination shall be effective as of the date 
indicated on the State’s notification to the Program. 

 
4. CORRECTIVE ACTION  

If the Program is not able to meet the service goals outlined in the Scope of Work, DOR reserves 
the right to reduce the Service Budget in alignment with an amended Scope of Work to reflect 
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updated service goals that are achievable for the Program after review by the DOR Contract 
Administrator.  
 

5. TRAINING SEMINARS, WORKSHOPS OR CONFERENCES  
If the Program provides training seminars, workshops, or conferences, the Program must obtain 
prior DOR approval for the location, costs, dates, agenda, instructors, instructional materials, and 
attendees at any reimbursable training seminar, workshop, or conference pursuant to this 
Agreement and of any reimbursable publicity or educational materials to be made available for 
distribution. The Program shall acknowledge the support of the State whenever publicizing the 
work under this Agreement in any media. The provision does not apply to necessary staff 
meetings or training sessions held for the staff of the Program to conduct routine business 
matters.  
 

6. INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS  
General Provisions Applying to All Policies 
A. Coverage Term – Coverage needs to be in force for the complete term of the contract. If 

insurance expires during the term of the contract, a new certificate must be received by the 
State within ten (10) days of the expiration of this insurance. Any new insurance must still 
comply with the original terms of the contract. 

B. Policy Cancellation or Termination & Notice of Non-Renewal – The Program is responsible 
to notify the State within five business days before the effective date of any cancellation, non-
renewal, or material change that affects required insurance coverage. In the event the 
Program fails to keep in effect the specified insurance coverage, the State may, in addition to 
any other remedies it may have, terminate this Contract upon the occurrence of such event, 
subject to the provisions of this Contract.  

C. Deductible – The Program is responsible for any deductible or self-insured retention 
contained within their insurance program. 

D. Insurance Carrier Required Rating – All insurance companies must carry a rating acceptable 
to the Office of Risk and Insurance Management. If the Program is self-insured for a portion or 
all of its insurance, review of financial information including a letter of credit may be required. 

E. Inadequate Insurance – Inadequate or lack of insurance does not negate the Program 
obligations under the contract. 

F. Satisfying a Self-Insured Retention (SIR) – All insurance required by this contract must allow 
the State to pay and/or act as the Program’s agent in satisfying any SIR. The choice to pay 
and/or act as the Program’s agent in satisfying any SIR is at the State’s discretion. 

G. Available Coverages/Limits – All coverage and limits available to the Program shall also be 
available and applicable to the State. 

H. Subcontractors – In the case of the Program’s utilization of subcontractors to complete the 
contracted scope of work, the Program shall include all subcontractors as insured under the 
Program’s insurance or supply evidence of insurance to the State equal to policies, coverages 
and limits required of the Program. 

I. Hazardous Activity  
If applicable under this contract transportation is considered a hazardous activity.  The 
Program agrees that the bodily injury liability insurance herein provided for shall be in effect at 
all times during the term of this contract. In the event said insurance coverage expires at any 
time or times during the time of this contract, the Program agrees to provide, at least 30 days 
before said expiration date, a new certificate of insurance evidencing insurance coverage as 
provided for herein for not less than the remainder of the term of the contract or for a period of 
not less than one year. New certificates of insurance are subject to the approval of DGS/ORIM, 
and the Program agrees that no work or services shall be performed prior to such approval. 
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The State may, in addition to any other remedies it may have, terminate this contract should 
Program fail to comply with these provisions. 
 
i. Commercial General Liability – The Program shall maintain general liability on an 

occurrence form with limits not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence for bodily injury and 
property damage liability combined with a $2,000,000 annual policy aggregate. The policy 
shall include coverage for liabilities arising out of premises, operations, independent 
Programs, products, completed operations, personal & advertising injury, and liability 
assumed under an insured Agreement. This insurance shall apply separately to each 
insured against whom claim is made or suit is brought subject to the Program’s limit of 
liability.  
 

The following must be included as part of the policy and must be noted on the 
certificate of insurance: The State of California, its officers, agents, and employees as 
additional insured, but only with respect to work performed under the Agreement.  
 

**Endorsements must be provided to the DOR prior to release of the executed 
contract. The endorsement must be acceptable to the Department of Rehabilitation.**  

 
ii. Automobile Liability (If Applicable) – For DOR consumers being provided transportation 

under said Agreement, the Program shall maintain motor vehicle liability with limits not less 
than $1,000,000 combined single limit per accident. Such insurance shall cover liability 
arising out of a motor vehicle including owned, hired and non-owned motor vehicles to 
include the following additional insurance coverage below:   

  
• For public schools and other State or local public agencies: Automobile Liability 

insurance must include Any-Auto, Hired-Autos, Non-Owned Autos, and any other auto 
used in performing services under the Agreement. For seating capacity up to 7 people 
(includes driver), the Program’s certificate of insurance shall State a limit of liability of not 
less than $1,000,000 per occurrence for bodily injury and property damage liability 
combined. For seating capacity for 8 to 15 people (includes driver) the certificate of 
insurance shall State a limit of liability of not less than $1,500,000 per occurrence for bodily 
injury and property damage liability combined. For seating capacity for 16 passengers or 
more the certificate of insurance shall State a limit of liability of not less than $5,000,000 
per occurrence for bodily injury and property damage liability combined. 

 
The following must be included as part of the policy and must be noted on the 
certificate of insurance: The State of California, its officers, agents, and employees as 
additional insured, but only with respect to work performed under the Agreement.  
 
**Endorsements must be provided to the DOR prior to the release of the executed 
contract.  The endorsement must be acceptable to the Department of Rehabilitation.** 

 
iii. Workers’ Compensation and Employers Liability – The Program shall maintain statutory 

workers’ compensation and employer’s liability coverage for all its employees who will be 
engaged in the performance of the Agreement. Employer’s liability limits of $1,000,000 are 
required.  

 
The workers’ compensation policy shall contain a waiver of subrogation in favor of the 
State.  
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**The waiver of subrogation endorsement must be provided to the DOR prior to release 
of the executed contract.  The waiver of subrogation endorsement must be acceptable 
to the Department of Rehabilitation.** 
 

Self-insurance – The Program shall supply the consent letter of self-insurance or the Certificate of 
Consent to Self-Insure. The Waiver of Subrogation is not required. 
 
7. CONTRACTOR STAFFING REQUIREMENT 

The Program certifies that its employees meet the qualifications as outlined in the job posting for 
the position listed on the budget. The program further certifies that staff providing services under 
this agreement meet the specific requirements.  The Program will provide key staff resumes or 
duty statements for the positions identified under this agreement at DOR’s request at the time of 
program reviews as outlined in the DOR Contract Handbook.  

 
8. CONFLICT OF INTEREST  

A. The Program certifies that its employees and the officers of its governing body shall avoid any 
actual or potential conflicts of interest and that no officer or employee who exercises any 
functions or responsibilities in connection with this Agreement shall have any personal financial 
interest or benefit which either directly or indirectly arises from this Agreement. 

 
B. The Program shall establish safeguards to prohibit its employees or its officers from using their 

positions for a purpose which could result in private gain, or which gives the appearance of 
being motivated for private gain for themselves or others, particularly those with whom they 
have family, business, or other ties. 

 
9. CONFIDENTIALITY  

A. The Program agrees to comply with the provisions applicable to consumer information as set 
forth in 34 Code of Federal Regulations section 361.38 and Title 9, California Code of 
Regulations, section 7140 et seq., and personal information as set forth in the Information 
Practices Act of 1977 (California Civil Code section 1798 et seq.). 
 

B. The Program agrees that any personal information, as defined by the Information Practices Act 
of 1977 (California Civil Code section 1798 et seq.) and this Agreement, obtained in the 
performance of this Agreement is classified as confidential and shall not be subject to 
disclosure to any source except as required by this contract or otherwise authorized by DOR. 
 

C. The Program agrees to remove all confidential, sensitive, or personal information from any 
reports, publications, or other materials created during the performance of this contract prior to 
being released to the scientific and academic community, or other individuals or entities. The 
removal method(s) must be reasonable and appropriate to ensure that any confidential, 
sensitive, or personal information cannot be recovered, accessed, used or disclosed, which 
would result in a security breach or an information security incident. 
 

D. Subject to the applicable requirements of the regulations cited above, the Program agrees to 
report any security breach or information security incident involving confidential, sensitive, or 
personal information (e.g., consumer information) obtained in the performance of this contract 
to the DOR’s Contract Administrator and the DOR’s Information Security Officer. The DOR’s 
Information Security Officer can be contacted via e-mail at iso@dor.ca.gov. 

 
E. Security breaches or information security incidents that shall be reported include, but are not 

limited to:

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1. Inappropriate use or unauthorized disclosure of confidential, sensitive, or personal 

information (e.g., consumer information) obtained in the performance of this contract by the 
Program or the Program’s assignees. Disclosure methods include, but are not limited to, 
electronic, paper, and verbal. 
 

2. Unauthorized access to confidential, sensitive, or personal information (e.g., consumer 
information) obtained in the performance of this contract. Information can be held in 
medium that includes, but is not limited to, electronic and paper. 
 

3. Loss or theft of information technology (IT) equipment, electronic devices/media, paper 
media, or data containing confidential, sensitive, or personal information (e.g., consumer 
information) obtained in the performance of this contract. IT equipment and electronic 
devices/media include, but are not limited to, computers (e.g., laptops, desktops, tablets), 
smartphones, cell phones, CDs, DVDs, USB flash drives, servers, printers, peripherals, 
assistive technology devices (e.g., notetakers, videophones), and copiers. Data can be 
held in medium that includes, but is not limited to, electronic and paper. 
 

F. The Program agrees to provide annual security and privacy training for all individuals who 
have access to confidential, sensitive, or personal information (e.g., consumer information) 
obtained in the performance of this contract. 
 

G. The Program agrees to obtain and maintain acknowledgements from all individuals to 
evidence their understanding of the consequences of violating California privacy laws and the 
Program’s information privacy and security policies. 
 

H. For Programs that do not have a security program that includes annual security and privacy 
training, a self-training manual is available on the DOR website in the “Requirements for 
Becoming a Service Provider” section under “Annual Security and Privacy Training for VR 
Service Providers.” The self-training manual is named “Protecting Privacy in State 
Government” and can be downloaded at the following link:

I. Additional training and awareness tools are available at the California Information Security 
Office (CISO) website and the California Department of Justice – Privacy Enforcement and 
Protection website. These State entities created the self-training manual, “Protecting Privacy in 
State Government” that DOR revised to meet its business needs. 

 
10. AUDIT AND REVIEW REQUIREMENTS 

A. General Audit and Review Requirements 
1. The State shall have the right to conduct inspections, reviews, and/or audits of the Program 

to determine whether the services provided, and the expenditures invoiced by the Program 
were in compliance with this Agreement and other applicable federal or State statutes and 
regulations. 

2. The Program agrees that DOR, State Controller's Office, Department of General Services, 
Bureau of State Audits, Federal Department of Education Auditors, or their designated 
representatives shall have the right to review and to copy any records and supporting 
documentation pertaining to the performance of the Agreement, including but not limited to, 
accounting records, consumer service records, records and evaluations of individuals 
referred to the program, and other supporting documentation that may be relevant to the 
audit or investigation.

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3. The Program shall submit to the State such reports, accounts, and records deemed 
necessary by the State to discharge its obligation under State and Federal laws and 
regulations, including the applicable Federal Office of Management and Budget (OMB) cost 
principles and administrative requirements. 

4. The Program agrees to allow the auditors access to such records during normal business 
hours and to allow interviews of any employees who might reasonably have information 
related to such records. 

5. The Program agrees to maintain such records for possible audit for a minimum of seven (7) 
years after final payment or until resolution of all issues which may arise as a result of any 
litigation, claim, negotiation, audit, or any other action involving the records prior to 
expiration of the seven (7) year period, whichever is later.   

 
B. Annual Federal Audit (For Agreements that received Federal Funds $750,000 and above): 

1. In addition to the General Audit and Review Requirements above, the Program agrees to 
provide an annual audit as required by the federal “Single Audit Act” of 1994, as amended.  
These annual audit documents shall be maintained by the Program and provided to the 
auditing agency when requested. This audit shall be made in accordance with 2 CFR 200. 

 
11. COMPETITIVE BIDDING AND PROCUREMENTS 

A. The Program shall comply with applicable laws and regulations regarding securing competitive 
bids and undertaking negotiations in Program's agreements with other entities for acquisition of 
goods and services with funds provided by the State or Federal under this Agreement. A 
minimum of three competitive quotations is required for any purchase order or subcontract for 
services over $2,500, and should be submitted to the DOR Contract Administrator or adequate 
justification provided for the absence of bidding. 
 

B. The Program must maintain a copy of the narrative description of the procurement systems 
guidelines, rules or regulations that will be used to make purchases under this Agreement. The 
State reserves the right to request a copy of these documents and to inspect the purchasing 
practices of the Program at any time. 
 

C. The Program should seek prior approval for any purchase or subcontract exceeding $2,500 
per unit or more for commodities, supplies, and services related to this Agreement. The 
Program must provide in its request for approval all particulars necessary, as specified by 
DOR, for evaluating the necessity or desirability of incurring such costs. 

 
D. For all purchases made, subject to this Agreement, the Program must maintain copies of all 

paid vendor invoices, documents, bids and other information used in vendor selection, for 
inspection or audit. 

 
12. CONTRACT AMENDMENTS 

In the event that additional program services must be performed which was wholly unanticipated 
and is not specified in the written Scope of Work, but is, in the opinion of both parties necessary to 
the successful accomplishment of the general scope of work outlined, an amendment to the 
Agreement is required.  

13. SOFTWARE 
The Program certifies that it has appropriate systems and controls in place to ensure that State 
funds will not be used in the performance of this contract for the acquisition, operation or 
maintenance of computer software in violation of copyright laws. 
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14.THEFT SENSITIVE ITEMS 
The DOR is requiring nonexpendable electronic items purchased to be listed under a separate line 
item titled “Theft Sensitive Items”. The Program shall maintain an inventory record for each 
nonexpendable item purchased or built with funds provided under the terms of the contract. The 
inventory record of each item shall include the date acquired, total cost, serial number, model 
identification and any other information or description necessary to identify said item. A copy of 
the inventory record must be submitted annually to the DOR Contract Administrator.  

 
The following items, regardless of cost must be inventoried: 

  
1. Computers/printers 
2. Laptops/tablets   
3. Copiers/fax 
4. Smart phones/cell phones 
5. Other electronic items required to provide contract services 

 
Upon termination of the agreement, DOR may request equipment be returned to DOR or 
authorize the continued use of equipment for work to be performed under a different agreement. 

 
The DOR reserves title to equipment purchased under this agreement that are not fully consumed 
during the life of the agreement.   

 
15. ATTRIBUTION 

The Program agrees to acknowledge the sponsorship of DOR with respect to any public 
Statement, press release, news item, or publication related to a program funded all or in part with 
funds from DOR. The Program further agrees to identify the role of DOR with respect to any 
individual highlighted or publicized by or through Program, when such individual is a DOR 
consumer. 
 

16.  UNRUH CIVIL RIGHTS ACT AND THE FAIR EMPLOYMENT & HOUSING ACT 
Pursuant to Public Contract Code section 2010, if a bidder or proposer executes or renews a 
contract over $100,000 on or after January 1, 2017, the bidder or proposer hereby certifies 
compliance with the following: 

The Program certifies compliance with the Unruh Civil Rights Act (Section 51 of the Civil Code) 
and the Fair Employment and Housing Act (Section 12960 of the Government Code); and

Contractor shall immediately complete the 
GenAI Reporting and Factsheet (STD 1000) to notify the State of any new or previously unreported 
GenAI technology. At the direction of the State, Contractor shall discontinue the use of any new or 
previously undisclosed GenAI technology that materially impacts functionality, risk or contract 
performance, until use of such GenAI technology has been approved by the State.  
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Failure to disclose GenAI use to the State and submit the GenAI Reporting and Factsheet (STD 
1000) may be considered a breach of the contract by the State at its sole discretion and the State 
may consider such failure to disclose GenAI and/or failure to submit the GenAI Reporting and 
Factsheet (STD 1000) as grounds for the immediate termination of the contract.  The State is entitled 
to seek any and all relief it may be entitled to as a result of such non-disclosure.  

  
The State reserves the right to amend the contract, without additional cost, to incorporate 
GenAI Special Provisions into the contract at its sole discretion and/or terminate any contract 
that presents an unacceptable level of risk to the State.   
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EXHIBIT E 
(Standard Agreement - Subvention) 

Additional Provisions - Federally Funded Agreements  
 
1. FEDERAL REQUIREMENTS  

The Federal Office of Management and Budget (OMB) has established uniform administrative 
requirements and cost principles for determining allowable costs chargeable to Federal awards. 
The Contractor agrees to abide by the Title 2 Code of Federal Regulations, Part 200 (2 CFR 200), 
except where the Agreement is more restrictive.

The Rehabilitation Services 
Administration (RSA) and its representatives have the sole and exclusive power to determine 
whether or not and where a patent should be filed and the disposition of all rights, including 
title and license rights, which may result. The RSA’s determination of these issues shall be 
considered final. In addition, DOR and RSA shall acquire at least an irrevocable, non-
exclusive, and royalty-free license to utilize for government purposes of any of these 
inventions. By signing this Agreement, the Program agrees that determinations of rights to 
inventions made in the course of or under the Agreement shall be made by RSA or its 
authorized representative. 
 

C. Copyrights and Patents: The Federal awarding agency and/or DOR reserves a royalty-free, 
nonexclusive, and irrevocable license to reproduce, publish or otherwise use, and to authorize 
others to use, for Federal Government purposes: 

 
1. The copyright in any work developed under a grant, subgrant, or Agreement under a grant 

or subgrant; and 
 
2.  Any rights of copyright to which a grantee, subgrantee or a contractor purchases 

ownership with grant support. 
 
3. DEBARMENT, SUSPENSION, INELIGIBILITY AND VOLUNTARY EXCLUSION  

Federal and State agencies shall not award assistance to applicants that are debarred or 
suspended, or otherwise excluded from or ineligible for participation in Federal assistance 
programs under Executive Order 12549. By signing this Agreement, the Program certifies that 
neither it nor its principals or subcontractors are presently debarred, suspended, proposed for 
debarment, declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from participation in this transaction by any 
Federal department of agency.

To ensure sufficient match is 
available to leverage federal funding, the contractor is required to submit 100% of their obligated 
certified/cash match to meet their full budgeted amount by the end of each fiscal year.  Refer to 
the Contract Handbook for Case Services and Cooperative Program Agreements for more 
information regarding certified/cash match requirements. 

 
 

For Agreements that include CERTIFIED EXPENDITURE MATCH:  
A. The Program shall certify to the State, on a monthly basis as specified in Exhibit B and G, the 

Program’s allowable costs to provide the cooperative program services identified in the Scope 
of Work, in accordance with the Cooperative Agency Certified Expenditure Budget Summary 
and Narrative, and applicable Federal regulations. All such expenditures shall be under the 
administrative supervision of the State and no portion of the certified expenditures shall come 
from Federal funds. The State shall not be obligated to pay the Program for any contributions 
made by the Program in accordance with the Cooperative Agency Certified Expenditure 
Budget Summary. 

 
B. The total Cooperative Agency certified expenditure share will be matched to Federal funds at 

no less than 25%, as indicated on the DOR Program Budget Summary. If the value of the 
certified expenditures by the Program is below 25% of the actual total program cost, the 
Service Budget may be reduced after review by the DOR Contract Administrator. The State will 
not pay the Program for actual costs claimed on the Service Invoice (DOR 801B) until the 
certified expenditure summary for the same period has been submitted. 

 
C. The Program’s contributions, including any excess of the amount specified in the “Cooperative 

Agency Certified Expenditure Budget Summary”, will be used by the State to obtain Federal 
funds under Section 110 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as amended. Federal funds 
obtained in excess of the “Total Program Cost” as identified on the “DOR Program Budget 
Summary” shall accrue to the State. 

 
Certified match only includes: 
 
Certified personnel expenditures for the time Program staff spend providing direct VR services 
under the TPCA. This may include the allocable portion of staff salary and fringe benefits based 
upon the amount of time cooperating agency staff directly spend providing services under the 
arrangement. 
 
Third-party in-kind contributions are an unallowable source of match in the VR program whether 
provided via this agreement or other mechanism (34 C.F.R. § 361.60(b)(2)). This includes: 
A. Certified time for individuals not directly providing VR services, such as principals, 

administrators, secretaries and supervisors; and 
B. Certified expenditures for the costs incurred by the TPCA not directly for the provision of VR 

services, such as, indirect costs, depreciation, existing utilities and space donated for use 
under the TPCA. 
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For Agreements that include CASH MATCH: 
A. Each fiscal year the Program will pay to State, no less than quarterly and in advance, upon 

receipt of an invoice from the State, all those cash matching funds which are identified within 
the Program Budget Summary for that fiscal year. The State shall not be obligated to pay the 
Contractor for any contributions made by the Program in accordance with the approved 
budget, it being understood that all matching funds obtained by the State from the Program 
shall be exclusive funds of the State and no portion of the cash match shall come from Federal 
funds.    

 
B. The total Cooperative Agency cash share will be matched to Federal funds at no less than 

21.3% as indicated on the “DOR Program Budget Summary." 
 

2. INDIRECT COSTS  
Indirect costs are allowable expenses incurred by an organization which support the activities of a 
program or contract but are not directly assigned to the specific program or contract and are 
allocated to the program or contract using a method in compliance with 2 CFR 200. The allocation 
method must be fully explained in the contract budget narrative and must be supported by actual 
costs incurred and paid by the organization. The allocation of indirect costs cannot be based on 
an arbitrary fixed rate and there is a 15% cap on the service budget. State 

 
3. DOR'S CONTRACT MONITORING 

The DOR Contract Administrator will monitor and document the Program’s performance to ensure 
compliance with all Agreement provisions. The DOR Contractor Administrator will: 

 
A. Maintain documentation on all Agreement activities, including the performance of the 

Agreement services, invoice reviews and approvals, monitoring activities, and other 
Agreement administration activities.  

 
B. Monitor the Agreement to ensure services were performed according to the quality, quantity, 

objectives, timeframes, and manner specified in the Agreement, and that the Program 
prepares and submits adequate documentation by the Program to support the services 
provided, expenditures reimbursements, and/or any applicable match requirements. 
Appropriate documentation may include, but is not limited to the Program’s goal outcomes, 
consumer progress reports, a monthly client list of consumers provided services, and a 
corresponding monthly Service Invoice(s) (DR801B) and Certified Expenditure Summaries as 
appropriate.  
 

C. Review and approve invoices for payment to substantiate expenditures for the work performed, 
including verification that costs invoiced for the provision of services to DOR 
applicants/consumers during the Agreement period, including costs paid by the Program are 
based on reasonable costs, and that the invoices are current, correct, and timely.  

 
D. Ensure that all Service Invoices (DR801B) and Certified Expenditure Summaries, if applicable, 

are received no later than November 1st, to allow for payment and draw down prior to the close 
out of Federal/State funds. 

 
E. Verify that the Program has fulfilled all requirements of the Agreement before approving the 

final invoice. 
 

F. Ensure there are sufficient funds to pay for all services rendered as required by the 
Agreement.  
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G. Ensure, by the end of the second quarter, that the projected certified expenditure match will be 

sufficient to support the budgets as outlined in this Agreement. If not, contact the appropriate 
Collaborative Services Program Specialist. (Cooperative Program Agreements only) 

 
H. Identify low usage levels and consider partial disencumbrance of Agreement funds. 
 
I. Periodically review personnel activity reports for staff funded by the Agreement to ensure that 

the Program is preparing and maintaining personnel activity reports in compliance with the 
applicable cost principles in 2.C.F.R. part 200. 

 
J. Verify that all Agreement staff are providing services in accordance with their duties and 

qualifications specified in the Agreement, including ensuring that: 
 

• Personnel duty statements or a copy of the Agreement Budget Narrative/Agreement Duty 
statement has been provided to each staff person to communicate the specific duties to be 
performed under the Agreement.   

• Verify that job duties, as provided by the Agreement staff, match Agreement duty 
statements and service descriptions.   

• Ensure that the Program has submitted to DOR appropriate documentation that supports 
the services provided to DOR applicants/consumers, including monthly (or otherwise 
specified) progress reports, consumer listings, utilization/service reports, and/or other 
agreed-upon documentation. 

• Verify that Contract staff provide services only to authorized DOR consumers. 
 
4. CONTRACT HANDBOOK 

The Program acknowledges and agrees with the policies requirements and conditions of the DOR 
Contract Handbook and its additional policy requirements and conditions for Case 
Services/Cooperative Program Agreements as applicable for the Fiscal Year(s) covered under this 
Agreement. Match requirements are applicable to Cooperative Programs Agreements only.

Additional Provisions 
 

I.CONTRACT MONITORING AND REPORTING 
 

The Contract Administrator/Program Manager shall monitor the contract by: 
• Submitting Service Invoices (801B) on a monthly basis, with a list of unduplicated 

individuals and/or recipients of DOR Services (henceforth known as “participants”) served 
that month. 

• Ensuring Personnel Activity Reports or time reporting documents and a list of Program 
participants served are prepared and maintained by Contract staff in accordance with 
2CFR200 and reflect accurate reporting, on a monthly basis in accordance with invoicing 
requirements stipulated in Exhibit B. These documents can be reviewed and maintained 
electronically to allow for flexibility in either on-site or off-site monitoring, as needed. 

• Submitting Personnel Activity Reports or time reporting documents, supporting 
documentation, and a list of Program participants served as requested by DOR Contract 
Administrator. 

• Meeting with DOR Contract Administrator and Program staff to discuss contract progress at 
Quarterly Meetings 

• Reporting the current and cumulative achievement of contract service goals and outcomes 
as part of the Quarterly Meetings or more often as directed by the DOR Contract 
Administrator 

• Preparing and submitting to the assigned vocational rehabilitation counselor quarterly 
progress reports for participants’ receiving DOR Student Services and monthly progress 
reports for participants in Work-based Learning Experiences. Individual participant’s 
progress reports should include the participant’s name and other necessary or required 
information to document the services provided and individual participant’s progress in those 
services. 
 

II.TRANSPORTATION 
The Program will provide not transportation Program participants. 
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AGREEMENT FOR SERVICES 

THIS AGREEMENT FOR SERVICES ("Agreement") is made and entered into effective 
as of October 7, 2024 ("Effective Date"), by and between SACRAMENTO CITY UNIFIED 
SCHOOL DISTRICT, a public agency of the State of California ("District"), and WAYFINDER 
FAMILY SERVICES, a California nonprofit corporation ("Provider"). 

RECITALS 

WHEREAS, District desires to provide coping skills groups to certain of District's students 
and their families identified and referred by District.    

WHEREAS, Provider is certified by COBYS Family Services as a provider of The Blues Program 
and is experienced in the provision of such services. 

WHEREAS, the Board of Education ("Board") of the District desires to contract with 
Provider to provide the Services and Provider desires to render the Services pursuant to the terms 
of this Agreement. 

OPERATIVE PROVISIONS 

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the above recitals and of the covenants and 
agreements contained herein, and for other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and 
sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the parties hereto agree as follows: 

1. Term. This Agreement shall cover Services (as defined herein) performed during the 
period (the "Term") from July l, 2024 through December 31, 2025 (the "Termination 
Date"). This Agreement shall automatically terminate on the Termination Date, unless 
earlier terminated pursuant to Section 15 hereof. 

2. Services. 

2.1. As directed by District, Provider shall provide coping skills groups comprised of 
4-8 students to certain of District's students ages 14-18 years old identified and 
referred by District. 

2.2. Provider shall provide the Services to Jacqueline Garner, LCSW, Executive 
Director of Student Support and Health Services and/or her designee for this matter 
("District's Designee") or her successor. The scope of the Services shall be subject 
to the approval of District's Designee in District's Designee's  sole and absolute 
discretion. 

2.3. District shall make available to Provider, as necessary and to the extent reasonably 
possible, District facilities suitable for the confidential nature of the Services to be 
provided hereunder. In the event such District facilities are not available or 
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appropriate at a given time for a student/family receiving Services hereunder, 
District shall make arrangements with Provider for a suitable alternative location 
approved by District's Designee in District's Designee's sole and absolute 
discretion. 

3. Remuneration. 

3.1. Provider shall not be entitled to any compensation or benefit from District of any 
kind or type for the Services to be provided hereunder. Provider understands and 
acknowledges that its sole source of remuneration for the Services provided 
hereunder is any reimbursement Provider may successfully obtain from Children 
and Youth Behavioral Health Initiative (CYBHI) Round 5 Cohort 1 grant. 

3.2. Provider shall not charge families for any Services rendered under this Agreement.  

4. Independent Contractor. 

4.1. In connection with the performance of the Services, District and Provider 
acknowledge that Provider is an independent contractor and not an officer, agent 
or employee of the District. Consequently, Provider shall pay all personal State and 
Federal taxes as an independent contractor and acknowledges that, as an 
independent contractor, Provider is not covered under California workers' 
compensation, unemployment insurance or other employment-related laws. 

4.2. District and Provider hereby acknowledge that Provider shall determine Provider's 
own hours of work and work location; purchase, lease and/or maintain Provider's 
own office, facilities and equipment; hire, fire, direct and control Provider's 
agent(s), employee(s) or other representative(s) at Provider's sole discretion; and 
shall be available to perform services for other school districts and/or the general 
public.  

4.3. District and Provider further acknowledge that District shall not provide Provider 
with any training or instructions (other than job specifications) or tools and 
equipment (other than occasional use of District facilities and equipment). Should 
Provider require the use of District's facilities and equipment, Provider accepts the 
responsibility to coordinate with District's Designee the specific time(s) and use(s) 
in order to avoid any conflict of time(s) and use(s) of such District facilities and 
equipment. 

4.4. As an independent contractor performing the Services, Provider shall determine 
the methods, details, and means of providing the Services; however, upon request, 
Provider shall submit to District an oral and/or written summary of Provider's 
methods, details and means of providing the Services. 
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4.5. Provider shall assume all ordinary expenses incurred in the performance of this 
Agreement, including, without implied limitation, document reproduction 
expenses and telephone charges. Services and expenses that are above the ordinary 
and may be required shall not be reimbursable unless previously authorized in 
writing by District's Designee, and shall be covered by a specific addendum to this 
Agreement. 

4.6. Provider shall at all times remain solely responsible for the Services to be provided 
 pursuant to this Agreement, regardless of whether Provider should choose to 
employ any agent(s), employee(s) or other representative(s) to perform any or all 
of such Services; provided, however, that because of Provider's special expertise 
and potential contact with students, Provider shall not subcontract, assign or 
otherwise transfer any portion of the Services or this Agreement or any interest 
therein, without the prior written approval of District's Designee in the District's 
Designee's sole and absolute discretion. Any such attempt to subcontract, assign or 
otherwise transfer any portion of the Services or this Agreement without District's 
Designee's prior written approval shall be void and without effect, and shall permit 
District to terminate immediately this Agreement. In the event that District's 
Designee delivers to Provider prior written approval of the use of subcontractors 
(collectively, "Subcontractors"), Provider acknowledges that all Subcontractors 
shall comply with Section 5 of this Agreement. Any failure of Provider's 
Subcontractors to comply with the terms of Section 5 of this Agreement shall 
subject Provider to liability under this Agreement pursuant to Section 9 of this 
Agreement. 

4.7. Any Subcontractor(s) shall be at no additional expense to District, and shall be paid 
from Provider's own resources and billings. Provider shall pay all wages, salaries, 
benefits and other amounts due Provider's Subcontractors, and shall be responsible 
for all reports and obligations respecting Provider's Subcontractors. 

4.8. Provider shall perform the Services under this Agreement in a skillful and 
competent manner, consistent with the standard generally recognized as being 
employed by professionals in the same discipline in the State of California. 
Provider represents and maintains that Provider is skilled in the professional calling 
necessary to perform the Services. Provider warrants that all employees and- 
Subcontractor shall have sufficient skill and experience to perform the Services 
assigned to them. Provider represents that Provider, Provider's employees and 
Subcontractors, if approved pursuant to Section 4.6 of this Agreement, have all 
licenses, certifications, permits, qualifications and approvals of whatever nature 
that are legally required to perform the Services, including a business license from 
the community where Provider's business is located, and that such licenses and 
approvals shall be maintained throughout the Term of this Agreement. Provider 
shall perform, at its own cost and expense and without reimbursement from 
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District, any Services necessary to correct errors or omissions that are caused by 
Provider's failure to comply with the standard of care provided for herein, and shall 
be fully responsible to the District for all damages and other liabilities provided for 
in the indemnification provisions of this Agreement arising from Provider's errors 
and omissions. 

5. Criminal Background Check. 

5.1. Provider and all of Provider's employees and Subcontractors shall comply with all 
requirements related to fingerprinting set forth in California Education Code 
Section 45125.1 and in District Administrative Regulations related to fingerprint 
background checks. Provider shall ensure that Provider and any of Provider's 
employees and Subcontractors who interact with District students outside of the 
immediate supervision and control of the student's parent or a school employee, 
whether in person or online ("Unsupervised Contact"), or at the District's discretion 
as described in Section 45125.1 (c) of the California Education Code will comply 
with the requirements of this Section prior to the initiation of performance under 
this Agreement. For the purpose of this Agreement, "Parent" refers collectively to 
the natural or adoptive parent(s), legal guardian(s), or a surrogate parent(s) 
appointed by District. 

5.2. In the event that Unsupervised Contact with District students is anticipated, then, 
in accordance with and as required by California Education Code Section 45125.1, 
upon receipt of any employee or Subcontractor criminal background checks 
required under Section 5.1, Provider shall certify in writing to District the 
following: "Neither the Provider nor any of its employees and/or Subcontractors 
who are required in accordance with Section 45125.1 of the California Education 
Code to submit or have their fingerprints submitted to the California Department 
of Justice and who may interact with District students have been convicted of a 
felony as defined in Section 45122.1 of the California Education Code." No 
employee or Subcontractor shall be permitted to interact with District students until 
the Department of Justice has ascertained that the employee or Subcontractor has 
not been convicted of a felony as defined in California Education Code Section 
45122.1 pursuant to prohibition and exceptions described in California Education 
Code Section 45125. l. 

5.3. Furthermore, in such an event, Provider shall register with the California 
Department of Justice for subsequent offender notification of its employees and 
Subcontractors who provide Services to, or may have Unsupervised Contact with, 
District students. Provider shall immediately provide any subsequent arrest and 
conviction information it receives to the District pursuant to the subsequent arrest 
service. It is Provider's responsibility prior to commencing Services and on an 
ongoing basis through the Term of this Agreement, to provide District with 
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updated information and changes in status on such employees and Subcontractors 
in full and complete compliance with California Education Code Section 45125.1. 

6. Child Abuse Reporting. 

6.1. Provider warrants and represents to District that all staff members, including 
volunteers, are familiar with and agree to adhere to child abuse reporting 
obligations and procedures under California law, including, but not limited to, 
California Education Code Section 49370 and California Penal Code Section 
11166 et seq. Provider shall provide annual training to all its employees regarding 
mandated reporting of child abuse. Provider warrants and represents that all staff 
members will abide by such laws in a timely manner. 

6.2. Unless prohibited by law, Provider shall submit immediately, and no later than 
within twenty-four (24) hours, by facsimile and mail, an accident or incident report 
to District when Provider becomes aware of reportable circumstances, including, 
but not limited to, allegations of molestation or child abuse, pertaining to children 
under Provider's supervision pursuant to this Agreement. 

7. Confidentiality. Provider and all Subcontractors shall maintain the confidentiality of all 
information and records received in the course of providing the Services, in accordance 
with the provisions of applicable federal and state statutes and regulations including but 
not limited to California Welfare and Institutions Code Section 5328. This requirement 
shall extend beyond the effective termination or expiration date of this Agreement. This 
Section shall not be construed as prohibiting either party hereto from disclosing 
information to the extent required by law, regulation, or court order, provided such party 
notifies the other party promptly after becoming aware of such obligations and permits 
the other party to seek a protective order or otherwise to challenge or limit such required 
disclosure. 

8. Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act ("HIPAA"). In accordance with the 
Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act and the associated HIPAA regulations 
(45 CFR Pans 160 and 164), the parties to this Agreement shall establish and implement 
appropriate safeguards for any Protected Health Information (as defined under HIPAA) 
that may be created, received, used or disclosed by them in connection with the Services 
and this Agreement. 

9. Insurance. 

9.1. Provider shall, at Provider's expense, procure and maintain for the duration of this 
Agreement general liability, workers' compensation, if required by applicable law, 
automobile liability, professional liability, sexual abuse and molestation liability 
and other insurance to protect against claims for injuries to persons or damages to 
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property which may arise from or in connection with the performance of the 
Services or this Agreement by Provider and Provider's Subcontractors, officers, 
employees, agents, or representatives. District in no way represents or warrants 
that the insurance required under this Section 9 is sufficient to protect Provider 
for liabilities that may arise from or relate to this Agreement. 

9.2. The general liability insurance shall have a per-occurrence limit of not less than 
Two Million Dollars ($2,000,000). All such insurance will be equivalent to 
coverage offered by a commercial general liability form, including, without 
implied limitation, personal injury and contractual liability coverage for the 
performance by Provider of the indemnity provisions set forth in this Agreement. 

9.3. The workers' compensation insurance, if required by applicable law, shall insure 
Provider's obligations and liabilities under the workers' compensation laws of 
California, including, without implied limitation, employers' liability insurance in 
the limits required by the laws of California. 

9.4. The automobile liability shall have an each-occurrence limit of not less than Two 
Million Dollars ($2,000,000) for bodily injury and property damage. The 
automobile insurance shall be at least as broad as the latest version of the Insurance 
Office Business Auto Coverage form number CA 001, code I (any auto). The 
automobile liability policy shall be endorsed to state that: (A) the District, its Board 
members, superintendent, officers, employees, volunteers, agents and 
representatives shall be covered as additional insureds with respect to the 
ownership, operation, maintenance, use, loading or unloading of any auto owned, 
leased, hired or borrowed by Provider or for which Provider is responsible; and (B) 
the insurance coverage shall be primary insurance as respects the District, its Board 
members, superintendent, officers, employees, volunteers, agents, and 
representatives, or if excess, shall stand in an unbroken chain of coverage excess 
of the Provider's scheduled underlying coverage. Any insurance or self-insurance 
maintained by District, its Board members, superintendent, officers, employees, 
agents and volunteers shall be excess of Provider's insurance and shall not be called 
upon to contribute with it. 

9.5. Provider shall procure and maintain during the Term and for a period of five (5) 
years following completion of the Services, professional liability insurance in an 
amount of not less than Two Million Dollars ($2,000,000) per claim, which shall 
be endorsed to include contractual liability. 

9.6. Provider shall procure and maintain for the duration of this Agreement sexual 
abuse and molestation liability insurance. Such insurance shall provide for limits 
of not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) per occurrence. 
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LIMITATIONS 
 
 The Service Provider must have background checks, be fingerprinted, and shall be 

supervised by District Staff at all times while on campus.  
 
 One-on-One interaction with students is prohibited unless supervised by District 

staff.  
 
 The Service Provider shall only utilize staff restrooms and prohibited from 

utilizing students restrooms. The Service Provider shall only travel between the 
Main Office and designated area while on campus.   

 

9.7. All commercial general liability, automobile liability, or comparable policies 
maintained by Provider shall name District and such other persons or firms as 
District specifies from time to time as additional insureds, entitling them to recover 
under such policies for any loss sustained by them, their agents, and employees as 
a result of the negligent acts or omissions of Provider. All such policies maintained 
by Provider shall provide that they may not be terminated, nor may coverage be 
reduced except after thirty (30) days' prior written notice to District. All commercial 
policies maintained by Provider will be written as primary policies, not contributing 
with and not supplemental to the coverage that District may carry. Certificates of 
insurance,  together with originals of the endorsements that name District as an 
additional insured, extending coverage on a primary, non-contributory basis, shall 
be delivered to District prior to Provider's commencement of the Services and from 
time to time at least thirty (30) days prior to the expiration of the term of each such 
policy. The certificate(s) of insurance shall reference this Agreement by name, and 
the insured party named on the certificate(s) shall match the name of the Provider 
as identified in this Agreement. If an insurance policy is provided on a claims-made 
basis, then (i) the retroactive and continuity dates must begin before the Effective 
Date of this Service Agreement, (ii) Provider shall maintain the insurance for five 
(5) years after the completion of the Services under this Agreement, and (iii) if the 
coverage is cancelled or non-renewed and not replaced with another claims-made 
policy with a retroactive date prior to the effective date of this Agreement, Provider 
must purchase extended reporting coverage for a minimum of five (5) years after 
the completion of the Services under this Agreement. Certificates of insurance must 
be provided through the period of the extended reporting option, or a copy of the 
endorsement evidencing the purchase of the extended reporting option shall be 
provided. Provider shall not commence providing the Services under this 
Agreement until it has provided evidence satisfactory to District that Provider has 
secured all insurance required under this section. Neither District's failure to obtain 
a complying certificate of insurance or endorsement from Provider, nor District's 
receipt of or failure to object to a non-complying insurance certificate or 
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endorsement or any other insurance documentation provided by Provider, its 
insurance broker and/or insurer(s), shall be construed as a waiver of any of the 
insurance requirements of this Section 9; provided however, that District may, in 
its sole discretion and in limited circumstances, modify or waive certain of these 
insurance requirements pursuant to an insurance sufficiency review based on the 
nature and scope of the Services. Provider also shall require all of Provider's 
Subcontractors to procure and maintain the same insurance for the duration of the 
Agreement. In addition, Provider shall not allow any Subcontractor to commence 
work on any subcontract until the Subcontractor has provided evidence satisfactory 
to District that the Subcontractor has secured all insurance required under this 
section. 

10. Indemnity. 

10.1. Provider indemnifies and shall defend and hold free and harmless District, its 
elected and appointed Board members, superintendent, employees, volunteers, 
attorneys and agents from claims, demands, causes of action, costs, expenses, 
liability, loss, damage or injury, in law or equity, to property or persons, including 
wrongful death, arising out of or in connection with (i) any breaches by Provider 
of its representations and warranties in this Agreement (including, without 
limitation, those set forth in Section 13) or (ii) any alleged acts, omissions or 
willful misconduct of Provider, Provider's Subcontractors, officers, employees, 
agents and representatives arising out of or in connection with the performance of 
the Services or this Agreement; including, without implied limitation, the 
payment of all consequential damages and attorneys' fees and other related costs 
and expenses, and notwithstanding any limits on Provider's insurance coverage or 
benefits. Provider shall defend at Provider's own cost, expense and risk, any and 
all such aforesaid suits, actions or other legal proceedings of every kind that may 
be brought or instituted against District, its elected and appointed Board members, 
superintendent, employees, volunteers, attorneys and agents. Provider shall pay 
and satisfy any judgment, award or decree that may be rendered against District or 
its elected and appointed Board members, superintendent, employees, volunteers, 
attorneys and agents, in any such suit, action or other legal proceeding. Provider 
shall reimburse District and its elected and appointed Board members, 
superintendent, employees, volunteers, attorneys and agents, for any and all legal 
expenses and costs incurred by each of them in connection therewith or in 
enforcing the indemnity herein provided. Provider's obligation to indemnify shall 
not be restricted to insurance proceeds, if any, received by District, its elected and 
appointed Board members, superintendent, employees, volunteers, attorneys and 
agents. The indemnification obligations of this Section 10 shall survive the 
expiration or termination of this Agreement. 
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10.2. District shall indemnify and hold harmless Provider and its governing board 
members, officers and employees against liability, loss, damage and claims 
resulting from or arising out of this Agreement or District's performance hereunder, 
to the extent that such liability, loss, damage or claim was proximately caused by 
the gross negligence or willful misconduct of District, including, without 
limitation, its officers, employees, and agents.

Such notice shall be deemed made when personally delivered or when mailed, forty-eight 
(48) hours after deposit in the U.S. mail, first class postage prepaid and addressed to the 
party at its applicable address. Actual notice shall be deemed adequate notice on the date 
actual notice occurred, regardless of the method of service. 

12. District's Right to Employ Other Providers. District reserves the right to employ other 
service providers in connection with the Services. 

13. Representations and Warranties of Provider. Provider hereby represents and warrants to 
District as follows: 

13.1. Provider is duly organized, validly existing and in good standing under the laws of 
the State of California. Provider has the requisite power and authority to carry on 
its business as presently conducted, to execute and deliver this Agreement and to 
perform its obligations pursuant to this Agreement. 

13.2. All corporate (or other entity) action on the part of Provider necessary for the 
authorization, execution and delivery of this Agreement by Provider and the 
performance of Provider's obligations under this Agreement has been taken. This 
Agreement, when executed and delivered by Provider, shall constitute a valid and 
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binding obligation of Provider, enforceable in accordance with its terms, except as 
may be limited by applicable laws. 

 
13.3. Provider has not employed or retained any company or person, other than a bona 

fide employee working solely for Provider, to solicit or secure this Agreement. 
Further, Provider has not paid nor has it agreed to pay any company or person, 
other than a bona fide employee working solely for Provider, any fee, commission, 
percentage, brokerage fee, gift or other consideration contingent upon or resulting 
from the award or making of this Agreement. For breach or violation of this 
warranty, District shall have the right to rescind this Agreement without liability. 

14. Conflicts of Interest. Provider shall not engage in any activity that conflicts with, or has 
the  appearance of conflicting with, the District. Notwithstanding any other provision 
contained herein, District shall have the right to immediately terminate this Agreement in 
the event it is determined by District's Designee or the Superintendent of the District that 
a real or apparent conflict of interest exists that cannot be resolved. Provider agrees to 
furnish to District, upon request, a valid copy of the most recently adopted partnership 
agreement or bylaws of the corporation and also a complete and accurate list of the 
members of Provider's governing board of directors, or trustees, or partners, as applicable, 
and to timely update said information as changes in such governance occur.

Provider shall keep fully informed of and in compliance with all 
local, state and federal laws, rules and regulations in any manner affecting the provision 
of the Services, including all Cal/OSHA requirements, and shall give all notices required 
by law. Provider shall be liable for all violations of such laws and regulations in connection 
with providing the Services. If Provider performs any work knowing it to be contrary to 
such laws, rules and regulations and without giving written notice to District, Provider 
shall be solely responsible for all costs arising therefrom. Provider shall defend, indemnify 
and hold free and harmless District, its Board members, superintendent, employees, 
volunteers, attorneys and agents, pursuant to the indemnification provisions of this 
Agreement, from any claim or liability arising out of any failure or alleged failure to 
comply with such laws, rules or regulations. 

20. Licensing. Provider shall, during the Term of this Agreement, obtain and maintain all 
licenses, certifications, permits and approvals of whatever nature that are legally required 
to provide the Services. Provider shall obtain a business license from the community 
where Provider's independent consulting business is located. 

21. Force Majeure. In the event that performance on the part of either party hereto shall be 
unavoidably delayed or suspended as a result of circumstances beyond said party's 
reasonable control (the effects of which could not be prevented, mitigated or overcome by 
said party through the exercise of reasonable care and foresight, including the expenditure 
of reasonable sums), not including changes in market conditions, and not as a result of the 
negligent or willful acts or omissions of said party, then neither of the parties shall incur 
any liability to the other party as a result of such delay or suspension. Circumstances 
deemed to be beyond the control of a party hereunder shall include, but not be limited to, 
natural phenomena (acts of God) such as fires, floods, earthquakes, or severe storms; acts 
of war; terrorist acts or acts of other public enemies; insurrection; civil disturbance; labor 
strikes; government action (including action of a government authority resulting in a 
moratorium on the activities relating to this Agreement); national, state or local 
emergency; and epidemics or quarantine restrictions. The party invoking force majeure 
shall give prompt notice to the other party. 

22. Governing Law; Venue. This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of 
California without regard to principles of conflict of laws. Venue for any lawsuit or claim 
arising out of or related to this Agreement shall be the County of Sacramento. This 
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Agreement shall not be governed by the Uniform Commercial Code. To the extent that 
there is to be delivery or performance of services under this Agreement, such services shall 
not be deemed "goods" within the definition of the Uniform Commercial Code. 

23. Integration. This Agreement contains the entire agreement of the parties with respect to 
the subject matter hereof, and supersedes all prior negotiations, understandings or 
agreements. Neither of the parties has relied upon any oral or written representation or 
oral or written information given to the party by any representative of the other party.

it being expressly understood and agreed that the parties have participated equally or have 
had equal opportunity to participate in the drafting hereof. 

27. Waiver. No waiver of any default shall constitute a waiver of any other default or breach, 
whether of the same or other covenant or condition. No waiver, benefit, privilege, or 
service voluntarily given or performed by a party shall give the other party any contractual 
rights by custom, estoppel, or otherwise. 

28. Headings. The headings of sections of this Agreement have been inserted for convenience 
of reference only and shall not affect the interpretation of any of the provisions of this 
Agreement.

In accordance with California Education Code Section 
17604, this Agreement is not valid or an enforceable obligation against the District until 
approved or ratified by motion of the Governing Board of the District duly passed and 
adopted.

relationship of agent, servant, employee, partnership, joint venture and/or association between 
the independent agents. 
 

5. Fingerprinting Requirements. Organization agrees that any individual it assigns to provide 
services directly to, or have any contact with, pupil(s) of the District, shall be subject to the 
fingerprinting/background and TB requirements set forth in the California Education Code. Any 
individual that Organization assigns to provide services directly to, or have any contact with, 
pupil(s) of the District shall have undergone the background check required in §45125(b)&(c), 
including response by DOJ, before any service or contact with pupil(s) of the District is allowed. 

*Once this contract is signed, if Client cancels or reschedules the service,
Client will be held responsible for 50% of the regular price of the service. If
Client cancels or reschedules within 2 weeks of the date of the service,
Client will be held responsible for 100% of the regular price of the service.
Grant funded services: The Client, not the funder, will be held responsible
for the above fees.

Organization further agrees and certifies that any individual providing services directly to any 
pupil(s) of the District whether qualifying as a Mandated Reporter as defined by California 
Penal Code §11165.7(a), or not, shall be provided annual training on child abuse and 
mandated reporting of child abuse or neglect utilizing an evidence-based training method 
which includes training on how to recognize conduct of adults which may trigger reasonable 
suspicion of abuse of children, i.e., “red-flag” or “grooming” behaviors. 
 
Failure to adhere to the terms of this provision is grounds for termination of the MOU. 

 
6. Mutual Indemnification. Each of the Parties shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless the 

other Party, its officers, agents and employees from any and all claims, liabilities and costs, 
for any damages, sickness, death, or injury to person(s) or property, including payment of 
reasonable attorney’s fees, and including without limitation all consequential damages, from 
any cause whatsoever, arising directly or indirectly from or connected with the operations or 
services performed under this MOU, caused in whole or in part by the negligent or intentional 
acts or omissions of the Parties or its agents, employees or subcontractors.  
 
It is the intention of the Parties, where fault is determined to have been contributory, 
principles of comparative fault will be followed and each Party shall bear the proportionate 
cost of any damage attributable to fault of that Party. It is further understood and agreed that 
such indemnification will survive the termination of this MOU. 
 

7. Insurance. Prior to commencement of services and during the life of this MOU, Organization 
shall provide the District with a certificate of insurance reflecting its comprehensive general 
liability insurance coverage in a sum not less than $2,000,000 per occurrence naming District 
as an additional insured. Such insurance as is afforded by this policy shall be primary, and 
any insurance carried by District shall be excess and noncontributory. 

 
 LIMITATIONS 
 
 The Service Provider must have background checks, be fingerprinted, and shall be 

supervised by District Staff at all times while on campus.  
 
 One-on-One interaction with students is prohibited unless supervised by District staff.  
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 The Service Provider shall only utilize staff restrooms and prohibited from utilizing
students restrooms. The Service Provider shall only travel between the Main Office and
designated area while on campus.

8. Entire Agreement. This MOU contains the entire agreement between the parties and
supersedes all prior understanding between them with respect to the subject matter of this
agreement. There are no promises, terms, conditions or obligations, oral or written, between
or among the parties relating to the subject matter of this agreement that are not fully
expressed in this MOU. This MOU may not be modified, changed, supplemented or
terminated, nor may any obligations under this agreement be waived, except by written
instrument signed by the party to be otherwise expressly permitted in this MOU.

9. Nondiscrimination. Any service provided by the parties pursuant to this MOU shall be without
discrimination based on the actual or perceived race, religious creed, color, national origin,
nationality, immigration status, ethnicity, ethnic group identification, ancestry, age, marital
status, pregnancy, physical or mental disability, medical condition, genetic information,
gender, gender identity, gender expression, sex, or sexual orientation, in accordance with all
applicable Federal and State laws and regulations.

10. Rules and Regulations. All rules and regulations of the District’s Board of Education and all
federal, state and local laws, ordinance and regulations are to be strictly observed by the
Organization pursuant to this MOU. Any rule, regulation or law required to be contained in
this MOU shall be deemed to be incorporated herein.

11. Amendments. The terms of this MOU shall not be amended in any manner except by written
agreement signed by the Parties.

12. Execution in Counterparts. This MOU may be executed in counterparts such that the
signatures of the parties may appear on separate signature pages. Facsimile or photocopy
signatures shall be deemed original signatures for all purposes.

13. Authority. Each party represents that they have the authority to enter into this MOU and that
the undersigned are authorized to execute this MOU.

Such products and 
equipment are provided with the third-party manufacturer’s warranty to the extent available, and Seller will transfer the benefits together with all 
limitations of that manufacturer’s warranty to Buyer. This limited warranty does not cover failures caused in whole or in part by (i) equipment 
subjected to misuse, neglect, accident or improper installation or maintenance performed by anyone other than Seller; (ii) equipment damaged by 
acts of God (e.g., fire, flood, freeze, earthquake or lightening), improper storage or protection of equipment from date of shipment until start-up, or 
other causes beyond the control of Seller; (iii) normal wear and tear or corrosion; (iv) improper use, application or operation beyond rated capacity; 
(v) use of replacement parts, refrigerants, oil, additives, or antifreeze agents other than those authorized by Seller’s factory; or (vi) any equipment 
manufactured or customized according to Buyer’s specifications and not authorized in writing by Seller. To qualify for warranty consideration, Buyer 
must notify Seller in writing of its warranty claim prior to expiration of the Warranty Period to obtain for instructions on warranty procedures and 
provide Seller with reasonable site access to inspect the equipment and/or perform any necessary warranty work within 72-hours of any access 
request by Seller.

WARRANTY IS EXCLUSIVE AND IS PROVIDED IN LIEU OF ALL OTHER EXPRESS OR IMPLIED WARRANTIES INCLUDING, WITHOUT 
LIMITATION, ANY WARRANTY OF MERCHANTABILITY OR FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR PURPOSE, WHICH ARE HEREBY DISCLAIMED. 
Seller makes no and specifically disclaims all representations or warranties that the services, products, software or third-party product or software 
will be secure from cyber threats, hacking or other similar malicious activity or will detect the presence of, or eliminate, treat, or mitigate the spread, 
transmission, or outbreak of any pathogen, disease, virus or other contagion, including but not limited to COVID 19. Unless agreed to in writing by 
the parties, any technical support, assistance, or advice (“Technical Support”) provided by Seller, such as suggestions as to design use and 
suitability of the equipment and products for the Buyer’s application, is provided in good faith, but Buyer acknowledges and agrees that Seller is 
not the designer, engineer, or installer of record. Any Technical Support is provided for informational purposes only and shall not be construed as a 
representation or warranty, express or implied, concerning the proper selection, use, and/or application of the equipment and products. Buyer 
assumes exclusive responsibility for determining if the equipment and products supplied by Seller are suitable for its intended application and all 
risk and liability, whether based in contract, tort or otherwise, in connection with its application and use of the equipment and products. 

 
(8) INDEMNIFICATION, REMEDIES AND LIMITATIONS OF LIABILITY. In addition to Paragraph 8 below regarding patents, Buyer agrees that 
Seller shall be responsible only for such injury, loss, or damage caused by the intentional misconduct or the negligent act or omission of Seller. In 
the event Buyer claims Seller has breached any of its obligations under the Agreement, whether of warranty or otherwise, Seller may request the 
return of the goods and tender to Buyer the purchase price theretofore paid by Buyer, and in such event, Seller shall have no further obligation 
under the Agreement except to refund such purchase price upon redelivery of the goods. If Seller so requests the return of the goods, the goods 
shall be redelivered to Seller in accordance with Seller's instructions and at Seller's expense.

Background/Rationale:  The purpose of the independent audit is to provide an objective 
assessment of the District's financial practices and to ensure continued fiscal 
responsibility. These audits are essential for maintaining the integrity of the District’s 
financial reporting, ensuring transparency, regulatory compliance, and accuracy in 
accordance with state and federal regulations. 
 
Responding to the Board’s request, the District initiated a Request for Proposals (RFP# 
24-25801) for professional auditing services for the fiscal year 2024-25, which was 
officially released on Friday, October 25, 2024. The District sought qualified proposals 
from Certified Public Accountants or Public Accountants licensed by the California Board 
of Accountancy to conduct independent financial audits. This approach ensured an 
objective and inclusive assessment, leading District leadership to identify three firms for 
further consideration: Christy White, LLP, Crowe LLP, and CWDL. 
 
After an exhaustive evaluation process and careful deliberation by the Committee based 
on the interviews conducted with each firm, the District is excited to announce this Notice 
of Intent to Award the contract for Professional Auditing Services for the fiscal year ending 
June 30, 2025, to Crowe, LLP. We believe that their expertise will significantly contribute 
to our commitment to transparency and excellence in financial management. 
.  
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Financial Considerations: The annual contract for the district audit is $155,000.00, with 
an additional $30,000.00 for the bonds audit.

This letter confirms the arrangements for Crowe LLP (“Crowe” or “us” or “we” or “our”) to provide the 
professional services discussed in this letter to Sacramento City Unified School District (“you”, “your” or 
“Client”).

The objective of the audit is the expression of an opinion on the financial statements. We will plan and 
perform the audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of 
America, and the standards for financial audits contained in Government Auditing Standards, issued by 
the Comptroller General of the United States. Those standards require that we obtain reasonable, rather 
than absolute, assurance about whether the financial statements are free of material misstatement 
whether caused by error or fraud. Reasonable assurance is a high level of assurance but is not absolute 
assurance and therefore is not a guarantee that an audit conducted in accordance with GAAS will always 
detect a material misstatement when it exists. The risk of not detecting a material misstatement resulting 
from fraud is higher than for one resulting from error, as fraud may involve collusion, forgery, intentional 
omissions, misrepresentations, or the override of internal control.

We will plan and perform the performance audit 
in accordance with performance audit standards contained in Government Auditing Standards issued by 
the Comptroller General of the United States. Those standards require that we plan and perform the audit 
to obtain sufficient, appropriate evidence to provide a reasonable basis for our findings and conclusions 
based on our audit objectives. Because of inherent limitations of an audit, together with the inherent 
limitations of internal control, an unavoidable risk that some material misstatements or material 
noncompliance may not be detected exists, even though the audit is properly planned and performed in 
accordance with applicable standards. An audit is not designed to detect error or fraud that is immaterial 
to the performance audit objectives.  
 
In making our risk assessments, we consider internal control that is significant within the context of the 
audit objectives in order to design audit procedures that are appropriate in the circumstances but not for 
the purpose of expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of the Client’s internal control. However, we will 
communicate in writing to those charged with governance and management concerning any significant 
deficiencies or material weaknesses in internal control significant within the context of the audit objectives 
that we have identified during the audit. Our engagement is not designed to address legal or regulatory 
matters, which matters should be discussed by you with your legal counsel.

The audit will not be 
planned or conducted in contemplation of reliance by any other party or with respect to any specific 
transaction and is not intended to benefit or influence any other party. Therefore, items of possible 
interest to a third party may not be specifically addressed or matters may exist that could be assessed 
differently by a third party.

We are relying on the Client to provide us with the detailed trial 
balance, note disclosure information and any other relevant report information in a timely fashion and 
ensure the data is complete and accurate. Management is solely responsible for the presentation of the 
financial statements. 
 
Recordkeeping Assistance 
 
The Client will provide us with the necessary information to assist you in your recordkeeping. We 
will propose year end adjusting entries to management for your review and approval, including cash to 
accrual conversion entries. We are relying on the Client to provide us with the necessary information in a 
timely fashion and ensure the data is complete and accurate. 
 
With respect to the above other services, we will perform the services in accordance with applicable 
professional standards. We, in our sole professional judgment, reserve the right to refuse to do any 
procedure or take any action that could be construed as making management decisions or assuming 
management responsibilities. In connection with performing the above other services, you agree to: 
assume all management responsibilities including making all management decisions; oversee the service 
by designating an individual, preferably within senior management, who possesses suitable skill, 
knowledge, and/or experience; evaluate the adequacy and results of the services performed; and accept 
responsibility for the results of the services.  
 
In delivering services to Client, Crowe may use subsidiaries owned and controlled by Crowe within and 
outside the United States.

The parties agree that for purposes of processing the EU Personal 
Data, (a) Client will be the “Data Controller” as defined by the GDPR, meaning the organization that 
determines the purposes and means of processing the EU Personal Data; (b) Crowe will be the “Data 
Processor” as defined by GDPR, meaning the organization that processes the EU Personal Data on 
behalf of and under the instructions of the Data Controller; or (c) the parties will be classified as otherwise 
designated by a supervisory authority with jurisdiction. Client and Crowe each agree to comply with the 
GDPR requirements applicable to its respective role.

USE OF SUBCONTRACTORS FOR SERVICE DELIVERY – Crowe may engage third-party 
subcontractors in delivering Services to Client. Third-party subcontractors are not owned or controlled by 
Crowe (including without limitation Crowe Global member firms). If Crowe engages such a subcontractor 
to deliver Services to Client, Crowe will execute an agreement for the protection of Client’s confidential 
information consistent with the provisions of this Agreement. Crowe will be solely responsible for the 
provision of Services (including those provided by subcontractors) and for the protection of Client’s 
confidential information.

This limit of liability will apply to the full extent allowed by law, regardless of the grounds or 
nature of any claim asserted, including, without limitation, to claims based on principles of contract, 
negligence or other tort, fiduciary duty, warranty, indemnity, statute or common law. This limit of liability 
will also apply after this Agreement. 
 
INDEMNIFICATION FOR THIRD‑PARTY CLAIMS – In the event of a legal proceeding or other claim 
brought against Crowe by a third party, except where it is judicially determined that Crowe performed 
Services with recklessness or willful misconduct, Client agrees to indemnify and hold harmless Crowe 
and its personnel against all costs, fees, expenses, damages and liabilities, including attorney fees and 
any other fees or defense costs, associated with such third‑party claim, relating to or arising from any 
Services performed or work product provided by Crowe that Client uses or discloses to others or this 
engagement generally. This indemnification is intended to apply to the full extent allowed by law, 
regardless of the grounds or nature of any claim, liability, or damages asserted, including, without 
limitation, to claims, liability or damages based on principles of contract, negligence or other tort, fiduciary 
duty, warranty, indemnity, statute or common law. This indemnification will also apply after termination of 
this Agreement. 
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NO TRANSFER OR ASSIGNMENT OF CLAIMS – No claim against Crowe, or any recovery from or 
against Crowe, may be sold, assigned or otherwise transferred, in whole or in part. 
 
TIME LIMIT ON CLAIMS – In no event will any action against Crowe, arising from or relating to this 
Agreement or the Services provided by Crowe relating to this engagement, be brought after the earlier of 
1) one (1) year after the date on which occurred the act or omission alleged to have been the cause of the 
injury alleged; or 2) the expiration of the applicable statute of limitations or repose. 
 
RESPONSE TO LEGAL PROCESS – If Crowe is requested by subpoena, request for information, or 
through some other legal process to produce documents or testimony pertaining to Client or Crowe’s 
Services, and Crowe is not named as a party in the applicable proceeding, then Client will reimburse 
Crowe for its professional time, plus out-of-pocket expenses, as well as reasonable attorney fees, Crowe 
incurs in responding to such request.  
 
MEDIATION – If a dispute arises, in whole or in part, out of or related to this engagement, or after the 
date of this agreement, between Client or any of Client’s affiliates or principals and Crowe, and if the 
dispute cannot be settled through negotiation, Client and Crowe agree first to try, in good faith, to settle 
the dispute by mediation administered by the American Arbitration Association, under its mediation rules 
for professional accounting and related services disputes, before resorting to litigation or any other 
dispute-resolution procedure. The results of mediation will be binding only upon agreement of each party 
to be bound. Costs of any mediation will be shared equally by both parties. Any mediation will be held in 
Chicago, Illinois.  
 
JURY TRIAL WAIVER – FOR ALL DISPUTES RELATING TO OR ARISING BETWEEN THE PARTIES, 
THE PARTIES AGREE TO WAIVE A TRIAL BY JURY TO FACILITATE JUDICIAL RESOLUTION AND 
TO SAVE TIME AND EXPENSE. EACH PARTY AGREES IT HAS HAD THE OPPORTUNITY TO HAVE 
ITS LEGAL COUNSEL REVIEW THIS WAIVER. THIS WAIVER IS IRREVOCABLE, MAY NOT BE 
MODIFIED EITHER ORALLY OR IN WRITING, AND APPLIES TO ANY SUBSEQUENT AMENDMENTS, 
RENEWALS, OR MODIFICATIONS TO THIS AGREEMENT. IN THE EVENT OF LITIGATION, THIS 
AGREEMENT MAY BE FILED AS WRITTEN CONSENT TO A BENCH TRIAL WITHOUT A JURY. 
HOWEVER, AND NOTWITHSTANDING THE FOREGOING, IF ANY COURT RULES OR FINDS THIS 
JURY TRIAL WAIVER TO BE UNENFORCEABLE AND INEFFECTIVE IN WAIVING A JURY, THEN 
ANY DISPUTE RELATING TO OR ARISING FROM THIS ENGAGEMENT OR THE PARTIES’ 
RELATIONSHIP GENERALLY WILL BE RESOLVED BY ARBITRATION AS SET FORTH IN THE 
PARAGRAPH BELOW REGARDING “ARBITRATION.”  
 
ARBITRATION – If any court rules or finds that the JURY TRIAL WAIVER section is not enforceable, then 
any dispute between the parties relating to or arising from this Agreement or the parties’ relationship 
generally will be settled by binding arbitration in Chicago, Illinois (or a location agreed in writing by the 
parties). Any issues concerning the extent to which any dispute is subject to arbitration, or concerning the 
applicability, interpretation, or enforceability of any of this Section, will be governed by the Federal 
Arbitration Act and resolved by the arbitrator(s). The arbitration will be governed by the Federal Arbitration 
Act and resolved by the arbitrator(s). Regardless of the amount in controversy, the arbitration will be 
administered by JAMS, Inc. (“JAMS”), pursuant to its Streamlined Arbitration Rules & Procedures or such 
other rules or procedures as the parties may agree in writing. In the event of a conflict between those 
rules and this Agreement, this Agreement will control. The parties may alter each of these rules by written 
agreement. If a party has a basis for injunctive relief, this paragraph will not preclude a party seeking and 
obtaining injunctive relief in a court of proper jurisdiction. The parties will agree within a reasonable period 
of time after notice is made of initiating the arbitration process whether to use one or three arbitrators, and 
if the parties cannot agree within fifteen (15) business days, the parties will use a single arbitrator. In any 
event the arbitrator(s) must be retired federal judges or attorneys with at least 15 years commercial law 
experience and no arbitrator may be appointed unless he or she has agreed to these procedures. If the 
parties cannot agree upon arbitrator(s) within an additional fifteen (15) business days, the arbitrator(s) will 
be selected by JAMS. Discovery will be permitted only as authorized by the arbitrator(s), and as a rule, 
the arbitrator(s) will not permit discovery except upon a showing of substantial need by a party. To the 
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extent the arbitrator(s) permit discovery as to liability, the arbitrator(s) will also permit discovery as to 
causation, reliance, and damages. The arbitrator(s) will not permit a party to take more than six 
depositions, and no depositions may exceed five hours. The arbitrator(s) will have no power to make an 
award inconsistent with this Agreement. The arbitrator(s) will rule on a summary basis where possible, 
including without limitation on a motion to dismiss basis or on a summary judgment basis. The 
arbitrator(s) may enter such prehearing orders as may be appropriate to ensure a fair hearing. The 
hearing will be held within one year of the initiation of arbitration, or less, and the hearing must be held on 
continuous business days until concluded. The hearing must be concluded within ten (10) business days 
absent written agreement by the parties to the contrary. The time limits in this section are not 
jurisdictional. The arbitrator(s) will apply substantive law and may award injunctive relief or any other 
remedy available from a judge. The arbitrator(s) may award attorney fees and costs to the prevailing 
party, and in the event of a split or partial award, the arbitrator(s) may award costs or attorney fees in an 
equitable manner. Any award by the arbitrator(s) will be accompanied by a reasoned opinion describing 
the basis of the award. Any prior agreement regarding arbitration entered by the parties is replaced and 
superseded by this agreement. The arbitration will be governed by the Federal Arbitration Act, 9 U.S.C. 
§§ 1 et seq., and judgment upon the award rendered by the arbitrator(s) may be entered by any court 
having jurisdiction thereof. All aspects of the arbitration will be treated by the parties and the arbitrator(s) 
as confidential.

• Lack of availability of appropriate Client personnel during fieldwork.

Our fees are exclusive of taxes or similar charges, as well as customs, duties or tariffs, imposed in 
respect of the Services, any work product or any license, all of which Client agrees to pay if applicable or 
if they become applicable (other than taxes imposed on Crowe’s income generally), without deduction 
from any fees or expenses invoiced to Client by Crowe.

USE OF SUBCONTRACTORS FOR SERVICE DELIVERY – Crowe may engage third-party 
subcontractors in delivering Services to Client. Third-party subcontractors are not owned or controlled by 
Crowe (including without limitation Crowe Global member firms).

This limit of liability 
will also apply after this Agreement. 
 
INDEMNIFICATION FOR THIRD‑PARTY CLAIMS – In the event of a legal proceeding or other claim 
brought against Crowe by a third party, except where it is judicially determined that Crowe performed 
Services with recklessness or willful misconduct, Client agrees to indemnify and hold harmless Crowe 
and its personnel against all costs, fees, expenses, damages and liabilities, including attorney fees and 
any other fees or defense costs, associated with such third‑party claim, relating to or arising from any 
Services performed or work product provided by Crowe that Client uses or discloses to others or this 
engagement generally. This indemnification is intended to apply to the full extent allowed by law, 
regardless of the grounds or nature of any claim, liability, or damages asserted, including, without 
limitation, to claims, liability or damages based on principles of contract, negligence or other tort, fiduciary 
duty, warranty, indemnity, statute or common law.

TIME LIMIT ON CLAIMS – In no event will any action against Crowe, arising from or relating to this

THE PARTIES AGREE TO WAIVE A TRIAL BY JURY TO FACILITATE JUDICIAL RESOLUTION AND

ITS LEGAL COUNSEL REVIEW THIS WAIVER. THIS WAIVER IS IRREVOCABLE, MAY NOT BE

RENEWALS, OR MODIFICATIONS TO THIS AGREEMENT. IN THE EVENT OF LITIGATION, THIS 
AGREEMENT MAY BE FILED AS WRITTEN CONSENT TO A BENCH TRIAL WITHOUT A JURY. 
HOWEVER, AND NOTWITHSTANDING THE FOREGOING, IF ANY COURT RULES OR FINDS THIS 
JURY TRIAL WAIVER TO BE UNENFORCEABLE AND INEFFECTIVE IN WAIVING A JURY, THEN 
ANY DISPUTE RELATING TO OR ARISING FROM THIS ENGAGEMENT OR THE PARTIES’ 
RELATIONSHIP GENERALLY WILL BE RESOLVED BY ARBITRATION AS SET FORTH IN THE 
PARAGRAPH BELOW REGARDING “ARBITRATION.”  
 
ARBITRATION – If any court rules or finds that the JURY TRIAL WAIVER section is not enforceable, then 
any dispute between the parties relating to or arising from this Agreement or the parties’ relationship 
generally will be settled by binding arbitration in Chicago, Illinois (or a location agreed in writing by the 
parties).

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Memorandum of Understanding 
Between 

Sacramento City Unified School District 
And 

USDA Forest Service 
 

Sacramento City Unified School District (“District” or “SCUSD”) and the USDA Forest Service, 
Pacific Southwest Research Station (“Forest Service” or “PSW”), collectively referred to as “the 
Parties,” hereby enter into this Memorandum of Understanding (“MOU”) for program services 
effective on February 21, 2025 (“Effective Date”), with respect to the following recitals. 
 

RECITALS 
 
WHEREAS, District stands as the 12th largest school district in California, encompassing 75 public 
schools and 7 independent charter schools that serve nearly 40,000 students from very diverse 
social and economic backgrounds; 
 
WHEREAS, the purpose of this MOU is to pursue and support a collaborative effort between the 
Parties on evaluating urban tree planting and management efforts, barriers, needs, and cooling 
benefits at approximately 16 elementary schools (“Schools”), spanning varying levels of 
socioeconomic status and canopy cover, further outlined in Exhibit A, during the term of this MOU; 
 
WHEREAS, evaluation and monitoring activities conducted at the schools will be utilized to inform 
District in their urban forestry and sustainability efforts as well as inform scholarship, practice, and 
policy regarding school greening in the State of California and beyond;  
 
WHEREAS, District acknowledges that climate change is a serious threat to humans and that 
exposure to impacts like extreme heat and the urban heat island effect is uneven, with some 
populations disproportionately exposed to and unable to avoid risks associated with increased 
heat, including low-income communities, children, the elderly, disabled, and racially minoritized 
populations; 
 
WHEREAS, District is rethinking their schoolyards to make them much more climate resilient and 
better equipped for diverse forms of play and learning, and the District believes that schoolyards 
are needed to protect students from extreme heat while also nurturing their development and 
growth; 
 
WHEREAS, District is actively working to garner resources and partnerships to leverage for the 
possibility of developing an urban forestry master plan for the District; 
 
WHEREAS, Forest Service has Strategic Plan goals to Deliver Benefits to the Public and Apply 
Knowledge Globally, specifically, to Strengthen Communities (objective E) and Connect People to 
the Outdoors (objective F); 
 
WHEREAS, Forest Service has scientific expertise in urban forestry and a project (“Project”) to 
evaluate tree management strategies and cooling benefits, formalized through agreements with 
the University of California, Los Angeles, and the University of California, Davis, further outlined in 
Exhibit B; 
 
WHEREAS, Project supports the priorities of federal initiatives and investments such as the Forest 
Service Equity Action Plan (action 9: Expand urban forestry benefits to underserved communities); 
the Biden-Harris Administration’s Justice40 Initiative; and historic levels of investment in urban and 
community forestry and disadvantaged communities through the Inflation Reduction Act ($1.5B 
nationally to urban forestry programs and tree equity). 
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WHEREAS, PSW’s charter includes the Humans and Nature priority area, which encompasses 
resilience of urban and community forests, heat island effects, and informing strategies to address 
inequities, all of which align with the Project; 
 
WHEREAS, PSW’s charter also stresses a co-production approach among scientists and 
managers, with collaboration to inform stewardship strategies and adaptive decision-making;  
 
NOW, THEREFORE, THE PARTIES AGREE AS FOLLOWS: 
 
1. Roles and Responsibilities 

A. Forest Service shall: 
a. Follow the District approval process for Academic Research.  
b. Coordinate the study among the Forest Service scientists, SCUSD staff, and partners. 
c. Communicate preliminary and final findings to SCUSD and their partners. 
d. Conduct Science, Technology, Engineering, Arts, and Math (STEAM) enrichment 

activities at select SCUSD schools outlined in Exhibit A. 
e. Share tree inventory data collected on SCUSD school campuses. 

 
B. District shall: 

a. Provide access to Schools outlined within this MOU, and as outlined hereto. 
b. Provide access to District staff for research purposes. 
c. Review and provide feedback on Forest Service deliverables in a timely manner. 
d. Support STEAM enrichment activities at select SCUSD schools. 
e. Continue to implement urban forest pilot projects already identified within the District at 

time this MOU is executed. 
f. Continue to pursue funding and support opportunities to further urban forestry master 

plan efforts across the District. 
 

2. Term and Termination. The term of this MOU shall be from XXX, DATE , 2025, and continue 
for a term of three years and ending on December 31, 2027 [End Date] (“Term”). Either Party 
may terminate this MOU without cause and without incurring financial obligation with delivery of 
a written notice at least thirty (30) days in advance to the other Party at the address below:

3. Independent Status. This MOU is by and between independent agents and does not create the 

relationship of agent, employee, partnership, joint venture and/or association between the 
independent agents. 
 

4. Fingerprinting Requirements. Organization agrees that any individual it assigns to provide 
services directly to, or have any contact with, pupil(s) of the District, shall be subject to the 
fingerprinting/background and TB requirements set forth in the California Education Code. Any 
individual that Organization assigns to provide services directly to, or have any contact with, 
pupil(s) of the District shall have undergone the background check required in §45125(b)&(c), 
including response by DOJ, before any service or contact with pupil(s) of the District is allowed. 
Forest Service Staff shall go through the District process for all fingerprinting/background and 
TB requirements. 
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Pursuant to Education Code §45125.1, Organization shall provide a complete list to the District 
of all individuals cleared by the DOJ who will provide services under this Agreement (or MOU) 
and shall certify in writing to the District that Organization has no information that any of the 
individuals who are required to have their fingerprints submitted to the Department of Justice 
(DOJ), and who may come in contact with pupils, have been convicted of a “violent or serious 
felony” as defined in §45122.1 or that they have been advised of any such arrest by the DOJ.   
Organization shall continuously monitor through DOJ, and obtain subsequent arrest notification 
from DOJ, regarding any individual whose fingerprints were submitted pursuant to §45125.1 
and who is or will be providing service directly to, or has contact with, pupil(s) of the District. 
Upon receipt of a subsequent arrest notification from DOJ, Organization shall, within 24 hours, 
notify the District of such arrest notification and prohibit the individual from having any further 
contact with any pupil(s) of the District until such time as the individual’s arrest has been 
determined to not involve a “violent or serious felony” as defined in §45122.1 or the notification 
has been withdrawn by DOJ. If an individual is disqualified from working for the District 
pursuant to the requirements of the California Education Code, even if only temporarily, 
Organization agrees to provide a replacement within 15 days of receiving notification that the 
previous individual has been disqualified.  
 
Organization further agrees and certifies that any individual providing services directly to any 
pupil(s) of the District whether qualifying as a Mandated Reporter as defined by California 
Penal Code §11165.7(a), or not, shall be provided  annual training on child abuse and 
mandated reporting of child abuse or neglect utilizing an evidence-based training method 
which includes training on how to recognize conduct of adults which may trigger reasonable 
suspicion of abuse of children, i.e., “red-flag” or “grooming” behaviors. 
 
Failure to adhere to the terms of this provision is grounds for termination of the MOU. 

 
5. Mutual Indemnification. Each of the Parties shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless the 

other Party, its officers, agents and employees from any and all claims, liabilities and costs, 
for any damages, sickness, death, or injury to person(s) or property, including payment of 
reasonable attorney’s fees, and including without limitation all consequential damages, from 
any cause whatsoever, arising directly or indirectly from or connected with the operations or 
services performed under this MOU, caused in whole or in part by the negligent or intentional 
acts or omissions of the Parties or its agents, employees or subcontractors.  
 
It is the intention of the Parties, where fault is determined to have been contributory, 
principles of comparative fault will be followed and each Party shall bear the proportionate 
cost of any damage attributable to fault of that Party. It is further understood and agreed that 
such indemnification will survive the termination of this MOU. 
 

6. Insurance. The Federal government does not purchase private insurance to cover potential 
liability of government employees acting within the scope of employment. This is because it is 
a long-standing policy of the United States to self-insure its own risk of loss.  See, e.g., B-
158766, 1977 U.S. Comp. Gen. LEXIS 3075.  This policy applies in the context of tort liability 
as well as to property damage or loss.  As a result, the Federal government is generally not 
permitted to use taxpayer funds to purchase insurance in the absence of express statutory 
authority.   
 
Under the Federal Tort Claims Act, 28 U.S.C. 2671 §§2671 et seq., the Government may pay 
claims for injury or property damage resulting from negligence by federal employees.  Such 
claims must be filed within 2 years of sustaining the loss, damage, or injury, and is a simple 
process of filing a Standard Form 95 (available from multiple sources via an internet search) 
directly with the USDA. 
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7. Notices. Any communications affecting the operations covered by this agreement given by 
the U.S. Forest Service or SCUSD is/are sufficient only if in writing and delivered in person, 
mailed, or transmitted electronically by e-mail or fax, as follows:  

 
To the U.S. Forest Service Program Manager, at the address specified in the 
grant/agreement.  
 
To the SCSUD contact, at the SCUSD address shown in the grant/agreement or such other 
address designated within the grant/agreement.  

 
Notices are effective when delivered in accordance with this provision, or on the effective 
date of the notice, whichever is later.  

 
8. Information Security. By accepting this agreement, the servicing agency agrees to comply 

with all Federal information laws, regulations and requirements; and shall be responsible for 
properly protecting all information used, gathered, or developed as a result of work under 
this agreement. 

 
If information is stored, developed, or transmitted electronically, the servicing agency shall, 
upon request, provide to the U.S. Forest Service Information Security staff for review and 
examination documentation which supports the servicing agency’s assertion that adequate 
information technology (IT) security controls are in place to protect U.S. Forest Service 
information and data which it holds.  Documentation may include, but is not limited to, 
certification and accreditation documentation, security testing results, audit and assessment 
results, and risk documentation. 

 
The servicing agency shall notify the U.S. Forest Service Computer Incident Response 
Team (CIRT), by e-mail, at CIRT@fs.fed.us, within 1 business day of any security incidents 
which affected or may affect the confidentiality, integrity, or availability of the U.S. Forest 
Service information and data which it holds, and include an analysis of the extend of the 
incident and summary of preliminary corrective actions. 
 

9. Use of U.S. Forest Service Insignia. In order for SCUSD to use the U.S. Forest Service 
insignia on any published media, such as a Web page, printed publication, or audiovisual 
production, permission must be granted from the U.S. Forest Service’s Office of 
Communications. A written request must be submitted and approval granted in writing by 
the Office of Communications prior to use of the insignia. 
 

10. Public Notices. It is U.S. Forest Service's policy to inform the public as fully as possible of its 
programs and activities. SCUSD  is/are encouraged to give public notice of the receipt of 
this agreement and, from time to time, to announce progress and accomplishments.  Press 
releases or other public notices should include a statement substantially as follows:  
 

"Pacific Southwest Research Station of the U.S. Forest Service, Department of 
Agriculture."  

 
SCUSD   may call on U.S. Forest Service's Office of Communication for advice regarding 
public notices.  SCUSD is/are requested to provide copies of notices or announcements to 
the U.S. Forest Service Program Manager and to U.S. Forest Service's Office 
Communications as far in advance of release as possible. 
 

11. U.S. Forest Service Acknowledged in Publications, Audiovisuals, and Electronic Media. 
SCUSD shall acknowledge U.S. Forest Service support in any publications, audiovisuals, 
and electronic media developed as a result of this MOU.

This MOU may not be modified, changed, supplemented or 
terminated, nor may any obligations under this agreement be waived, except by written 
instrument signed by the party to be otherwise expressly permitted in this MOU. 
 

14. Nondiscrimination. Any service provided by the parties pursuant to this MOU shall be without 
discrimination based on the actual or perceived race, religious creed, color, national origin, 
nationality, immigration status, ethnicity, ethnic group identification, ancestry, age, marital 
status, pregnancy, physical or mental disability, medical condition, genetic information, 
gender, gender identity, gender expression, sex, or sexual orientation, in accordance with all 
applicable Federal and State laws and regulations. 
 

15. Rules and Regulations. All rules and regulations of the District’s Board of Education and all 
federal, state and local laws, ordinance and regulations are to be strictly observed by the 
Organization pursuant to this MOU.

EXHIBIT A. Additional methods details pertaining to the school selection process.  
 

A given elementary school within SCUSD was deemed eligible for inclusion in our proposed study if it is 

a: 

1) non-charter, traditional, public school,  

2) school that serves grades K-5 or K-6, and 

3) school that is not co-located with other ineligible schools (e.g., middle schools, charter schools). 

 

There were 40 schools that met these criteria, of which 16 are proposed for the study. The schools 

selected for the study will be finalized in consultation with SCUSD facilities and sustainability staff as 

well as external nonprofit partners. 

 

The tables below explain the variables used in the school selection process (A1), the contingency table 

explaining our four selection classes (A2), descriptive statistics for the core variables used in selection 

(A3), the initial list of 16 proposed schools for the study (A4), and the full list of schools that met our 

eligibility criteria (A5). A map of the 16 proposed schools is also included (Figure A1).

Background/Rationale:  Eating Disorders Awareness Week is an annual campaign to 
educate the public about eating disorders and to engage in efforts to provide hope and 
to engage support for individuals and families affected by eating disorders. Eating 
Disorders Awareness Week 2025 is taking place Monday, February 24 – Sunday, 
March 2, 2024. National Eating Disorders Awareness Week is dedicated to raising 
awareness of eating disorders and how with early detection, intervention, and 
awareness, we can make a positive difference.  
 
According to the National Association of Anorexia Nervosa and Associated Disorders, 
77% of children and adolescents as young as 12 dislike their bodies, and 45% say they 
are regularly bullied about how they look, and weight-related teasing is a primary way 
kids are bullied, and kids in bigger bodies are significantly more likely to be bullied than 
their smaller-bodied classmates.  Eating disorders affect persons of every race, color, 
gender, and socioeconomic category and are increasing among people in younger age 
groups.  Concerns about weight start as young as 6 years of age and persist throughout 
life.  Over one-half of teenage girls and nearly one-third of teenage boys use unhealthy 
weight control behaviors. At this time, eating disorders have the second highest 
mortality rate of all mental health disorders, surpassed only by opioid use disorder, and 
eating disorders carry an increased risk for both suicide and medical complications. 
 
Eating disorders can have profound effects on cognitive and emotional functioning and 
may have a negative impact on student behavior and school performance. Eating 
disorders can decrease the ability to concentrate and focus, make students less active 
and more apathetic, and lead them to be withdrawn, and engage in fewer social 
interactions. The chance for recovery increases the earlier an eating disorder is 
detected, therefore, it is important to be aware of the signs of an eating disorder so that 
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you can identify students who may be in trouble and take steps to get them the help 
they need as early as possible.

Week February 24 – March 2, 2025 
 

 
WHEREAS, the week of February 24 – March 2, 2025 is designated as National Eating Disorders 
Awareness Week dedicated to raising awareness of eating disorders and how with early detection, 
intervention, and awareness, we can make a positive difference. This is a national campaign to educate 
the public about the realities of eating disorders and to provide hope and visibility to individuals and 
loved ones impacted by eating disorders; and 
 
 
WHEREAS, according to the National Association of Anorexia Nervosa and Associated Disorders, 
77% of children and adolescents as young as 12 dislike their bodies, and 45% say they are regularly 
bullied about how they look, and weight-related teasing is a primary way kids are bullied; and, 
 
WHEREAS, eating disorders affect people of all genders, ages, races, religions, 
ethnicities, sexual orientations, body shapes, and weights and are increasing among people in younger 
age groups, including children as young as 7 years of age; and,  
 
WHEREAS, it is recognized that media pressures, social, and familial factors are all related to eating 
disorders; and, while eating disorders are treatable when diagnosed early, they are often misunderstood 
and stigmatized, and pose a public health challenge that must be addressed to the fullest extent; and, 
 
WHEREAS, eating disorders are serious, potentially life-threatening conditions that have the second 
highest mortality rate of all mental health disorders, surpassed only by opioid use disorder. According 
to the National Eating Disorders Association- eating disorders have the second-highest mortality rate 
among mental health conditions, with one person dying from an eating disorder every 52 minutes; and, 
  
WHEREAS, eating disorders often co-occur with other mental health disorders such as depression, 
anxiety, and substance abuse, and may result in long-term physical and psychological consequences; 
and carry an increased risk for both suicide and medical complications; and, 
 
 
WHEREAS, eating disorders can have profound effects on cognitive and emotional functioning and 
may have a negative impact on student behavior and school performance. Eating disorders can 
decrease the ability to concentrate and focus, make students less active and more apathetic, and lead 
them to be withdrawn, and engage in fewer social interactions. Understanding some of the ways an 
eating disorder can affect cognitive function may help educators to recognize that a student may be 
struggling; and,   
 
WHEREAS, prevention, early detection and intervention significantly improve the chances of full 
recovery from eating disorders, highlighting the importance of raising awareness, promoting education, 
and reducing stigma surrounding these illnesses, is critical in order to encourage students suffering 
from eating disorders to be referred to, and get early access to, care. 



 
THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Sacramento City Unified School District Board of 
Education hereby recognizes National Eating Disorder Awareness Week and support efforts to raise 
awareness about eating disorders, including providing educational resources to students, families, and 
staff; and encourage open dialogue about mental health, including eating disorders, to reduce stigma 
and increase access to support and resources. 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the Sacramento City Unified School District Board of 
Education recognizes the importance of supporting the health and well-being of the whole child 
through supporting social-emotional and physical and mental health staffing to address the needs of 
our students and to provide support and resources to students experiencing mental health challenges 
such as eating disorders.

This financial 
structure presents significant challenges: 

1. Insufficient Parent Fees: Parent fees, while necessary for program operation, 
are inadequate to cover all costs associated with these programs. The fees are 
designed to be affordable, which consequently limits their ability to fully fund the 
programs. 
2. Increasing District Financial Burden: Due to the insufficiency of fee-based 
revenue, the district must allocate increasing amounts of its budget to sustain these 
programs each year. This growing financial commitment is unsustainable and diverts 
resources from other critical educational priorities within the district, potentially affecting 
overall educational outcomes. 

 



 

 

Financial Considerations:  Over the past several years, it has become increasingly 
clear that the fees collected from parents do not adequately cover the costs of the 
programs. The fees set to ensure affordability for families are too low to sustain the 
programs independently. This financial shortfall necessitates a continual increase in 
district financial support to maintain service levels. 

Each fiscal year, the district's contribution towards these programs has seen a notable 
increase. This trend is unsustainable and diverts funds from other critical district 
priorities. The ongoing financial commitment places a considerable strain on the 
district's overall budget, risking the viability of broader educational initiatives and 
financial stability.

I. Overview/History of Department or Program 

 
Due to declining enrollment, ensuring the District’s long-term fiscal health, and District 
program needs, the District must prepare to reduce and/or eliminate particular kinds of 
services provided by certificated employees at the end of the 2024-2025 school year. 
Accordingly, the District seeks to eliminate the services listed in Exhibit A to the attached 
Resolution No. 3471 pursuant to Education Code section 44955. 

 
Resolution No. 3471 includes reference to Exhibit A which identifies positions to be eliminated 
due to a reduction of particular kinds of services. 

 
With the reduction of these positions, the District ensures to reduce the amount of impacted staff based 
on known attrition, current vacancies, and the availability of one-time funds. 

 
II. Driving Governance: 

 
Education Code section 44955 permits the board to reduce or discontinue particular kinds 
of services for the upcoming school year. If employees may be subject to layoff due to a 
reduction of particular kinds of services, Education Code section 44949 requires that 
impacted employees be issued a precautionary/preliminary layoff notice by March 15 and 
also be informed of their right to request a hearing on their layoff. 

 
Even though particular services are being reduced or discontinued, the District is able to 
maintain employment for employees who would otherwise be issued a layoff notice for the 
2024-2025 school year due to known attrition, current vacancies, and the availability of 
one-time funds. 

 
III. Budget: 

 
Position reductions are needed to assist in addressing the District’s declining enrollment, 
reduced funding, the District’s long-term fiscal health, and District program needs. 

 
IV. Goals, Objectives and Measures: 

 
Reduction of particular kinds of services (PKS) and/or decline in average daily 
attendance (ADA) are the two methods generally used as a basis for a certificated layoff 
based on Education Code 44949 and 44955.  A PKS layoff is when the Board of Education 
decides to eliminate or reduce programs, services or classes (i.e., counseling, foreign 
language). The District has determined and identified the particular kinds of services 
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(PKS) to be reduced.  That information is contained in Resolution No. 3471. 
 
V. Major Initiatives: 

 
Exhibit A to the attached resolution is the recommended reduction of services to take effect 
at the end of the 2024-2025 school year and specifically lists the services to be reduced. 
While positions identified in Resolution No. 3471 are being reduced, the District ensures to 
reduce the amount of impacted staff based on known attrition, current vacancies, and the 
availability of one-time funds. 

 
VI. Results: 

 
With the adoption of Resolution No. 3471, staff will be directed to close positions as 
identified in Resolution No. 3471. While positions identified in Resolution No. 3471 are 
being reduced, the District ensures to minimize the impact on staff based on known 
attrition, current vacancies, and the availability of one-time funds. 

 
VII. Lessons Learned/Next Steps:

Background/Rationale: Based on a lack of work and/or lack of funds, and to ensure the 
District’s long-term fiscal health the District will require a reduced number of classified 
employee positions for the 2025-2026 school year. In addition, the District continues to 
face declining enrollment. Classified layoff notices will be reduced by known 
attrition, current vacancies, and the needs of the District for hard to fill positions. 

 
Each year, the District undergoes a process of reviewing available information and 
engaging in cross-departmental collaborations with school sites to assist in identifying 
staffing needs for the upcoming school year. These meetings explore: 

 
1) Staffing Needs – To provide maximum flexibility during this time of uncertain 

budgetary constraints. 
 

2) Funding changes – categorical and general funds increase or decrease resulting 
in the reduction of hours or elimination of a classified position. 

 
3) Academic program changes – the school site may change an academic focus 

resulting in the reduction of hours or elimination of a classified position. 
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4) Budget reductions or staffing formula changes – due to budgetary reductions and 
the potential change in staffing formulas, an increase or decrease of hours or 
elimination of a classified position may occur. 

 
Prior to determining the layoff of classified employees, a review of current vacant 
positions and known attrition is conducted. That review enables Human Resource 
Services staff to assign a displaced employee to a vacant position; therefore, a 
layoff does not occur. Meetings with the  appropriate bargaining unit will be 
scheduled to discuss the effects of the layoff. 

 
Effective January 2021 Assembly Bill 438, the classified layoff process changed. Under 
Education Code sections 45114, 45115, 45117, 45298, and 45308, school districts must 
notify employees identified for layoff by March 15 that they will be laid off at the end of 
the current school year. These employees must also be notified of their opportunity to 
request a hearing on their layoff. Under Education Code section 45117, when classified 
positions must be eliminated as a result of the expiration of a specially funded program, 
the employees to be laid off shall be given written notice not less than 60 days prior to 
the effective date of their layoff informing them of their layoff date and their displacement 
rights, if any, and reemployment rights. Resolution No. 3476 and Exhibit A lists the 
positions that will be laid off for the 2025-2026 school year and thereafter. 

 
The District will continue to try and identify alternative solutions for minimal impact on 
employees of the District. As decisions are made regarding the District’s budget for 2025- 
2026, additional funding may become available, new positions may be identified and/or 
positions that were eliminated may be reinstated.

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I. Overview/History of Department or Program 

 
Resolution No. 3476– Notice of Layoff: Classified Employees – Reduction in Force Due to Lack of 
Funds and/or Lack of Work 

 
District administration proposes to reduce enumerated classified positions due to a lack of work 
and/or lack of funds. 

 
Classified layoff notices will be reduced by known attrition, current vacancies, and the needs 
of the District associated with hard to fill positions. 

 
II. Driving Governance: 

 
• Education Code 45114 – “The Governing Board may lay off and reemploy classified 

employees only in accordance with procedures provided by Sections 45298 and 45308.” 
• Education Code 45308 – “Classified employees shall be subject to layoff for lack of work 

or lack of funds.” 
• Education Code 45115 – “Any person who was subject to being, or was in fact, laid off 

for lack of work or lack of funds and who elected service retirement from the Public 
Employees’ Retirement System shall be placed on an appropriate reemployment list.” 

• Education Code 45117(a)(1) – “No later than March 15 and before a classified employee 
is given notice by the governing board of a school district that the employee’s services 
will not be required for the ensuing year due to lack of work or lack of funds, the 
governing board of the school district and the employee shall be given written notice by 
the superintendent of the school district or the superintendent’s designee, or, in the 
case of a school district that has no superintendent, by the clerk or secretary of the 
governing board of the school district, that it has been recommended that the notice be 
given to the employee, stating the reasons that the employee’s services will not be 
required for the ensuing year, and informing the employee of the employee’s 
displacement rights, if any, and reemployment rights.” 

• Education Code 45117(b) – “A classified employee may request a hearing to determine 
if there is cause for not reemploying the employee for the ensuing year. A request for a 
hearing shall be in writing and shall be delivered to the person who sent the notice, on 
or before a date specified in subdivision (a), which shall not be less than seven days 
after the date on which the notice is served upon the employee. If an employee fails to 
request a hearing on or before the date specified, the employee’s failure to do so shall 
constitute a waiver of the employee’s right to a hearing. The notice provided for in 
subdivision (a) shall advise the employee of the provisions of this subdivision.” 
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• Education Code section 45117(g) – “Notwithstanding the other requirements of this 
code respecting layoff of permanent classified employees, when classified positions 
must be eliminated as a result of the expiration of a specially funded program, the 
employees to be laid off shall be given written notice not less than 60 days prior to the 
effective date of their layoff informing them of their layoff date and their displacement 
rights, if any, and reemployment rights.” 

• Education Code 45298 – “Persons laid off because of lack of work or lack of funds are 
eligible to reemployment for a period of 39 months [and] [t]he person’s reemployment 
shall take preference over new applicants.” 

 
III. Budget: 

 
Position reductions and/or eliminations are needed to assist in addressing the District’s 
declining enrollment, reduced funding, the District’s long-term fiscal health, and District 
program needs. 

 
IV. Goals, Objectives and Measures: 

 
Under state law, Education Code §§ 45114, 45115, 45117, 45298, and 45308, school districts 
must provide notice to classified employees of a layoff for lack of work and/or lack of funds by 
March 15, 2024, and inform affected employees of their right to a hearing. When classified 
positions must be eliminated as a result of the expiration of a specially funded program, the 
employees to be laid off shall be given written notice not less than 60 days prior to the effective 
date of their layoff informing them of their layoff date and their displacement rights, if any, and 
reemployment rights. Resolution No. 3476 and Exhibit A list the classified positions that will be 
laid off for the upcoming 2025-26 school year. 

 
Classified layoff notices will be reduced by known attrition, current vacancies, and the 
needs of the District associated with hard to fill positions. 

 
V. Major Initiatives: 

 
According to Education Code 45117, no later than March 15 and before a classified employee is 
given notice by the governing board of a school district that the employee’s services will not be 
required for the ensuing year due to lack of work or lack of funds, the governing board of the 
school district and the employee shall be given written notice by the superintendent of the 
school district or the superintendent’s designee, or, in the case of a school district that has no 
superintendent, by the clerk or secretary of the governing board of the school district, that it 
has been recommended that the notice be given to the employee, stating the reasons that the 
employee’s services will not be required for the ensuing year, and informing the employee of 
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the employee’s displacement rights, if any, and reemployment rights. 
 
A classified employee may request a hearing to determine if there is cause for not reemploying 
the employee for the ensuing year. A request for a hearing shall be in writing and shall be 
delivered to the person who sent the notice, on or before a date specified in subdivision (a), 
which shall not be less than seven days after the date on which the notice is served upon the 
employee. If an employee fails to request a hearing on or before the date specified, the 
employee’s failure to do so shall constitute a waiver of the employee’s right to a hearing. The 
notice provided for in subdivision (a) shall advise the employee of the provisions of this 
subdivision. 

 
In situations when classified positions must be eliminated as a result of the expiration of a 
specially funded program, the employees to be laid off shall be given written notice not less 
than 60 days prior to the effective date of their layoff informing them of their layoff date and 
their displacement rights, if any, and reemployment rights. 

 
Classified layoff notices will be reduced by known attrition, current vacancies, and the needs 
of the District associated with hard to fill positions 

 
VI. Results: 

 
Resolution No. 3476 will provide layoff notices to central office and school site classified 
employees informing them of their layoff effective at the end of the school year and any 
associated right to request a layoff hearing. With approval of this resolution, Human Resources 
Services will ensure that  appropriate notices are sent  to employees impacted by layoff based 
on their classification and seniority, as required by the Education Code.   Classified layoff 
notices will be reduced by known attrition, current vacancies, and the needs of the District 
associated with hard to fill positions.

specially funded program(s), the affected employee(s) shall be given notice of their layoff not 
less than 60 days prior to the effective date of layoff; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the Superintendent has recommended that the positions for the classified 
employees set forth in Exhibit A be reduced or eliminated for the 2025-2026 school year.  The 
Board of Education directs the Superintendent or her authorized designee to give notice to the 
affected classified employees.   
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that it shall be necessary, pursuant to the 
recitals above incorporated by this reference, to eliminate the classified positions listed in Exhibit 
A as a result of lack of funds and/or lack of work and/or due to the expiration of a specially 
funded program.  The Superintendent or her authorized designee is directed to take all 
appropriate action needed pursuant to the applicable provisions of the Education Code.
