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 Today you will write a narrative (a story) that develops a real or imagined experience.

 
To write a narrative that develops a real experience, you may: 

Think about an event or an experience that was meaningful to you or to someone in your life. The event could evoke positive, negative, or other emotions for you.

OR

To write a narrative that develops an imagined experience, you may:

Create an event or an experience as it happened to imaginary characters in a realistic or imaginary place and time.
