SCIENCE EDUCATION WILL INVOLVE LESS: |SCIENCE EDUCATION WILL INVOLVE MORE:

Rote memorization of facts and terminology

Learning of ideas disconnected from questions
about phenomena

Facts and terminology learned as needed
while developing explanations and designing
solutions supported by evidence-based
arguments and reasoning.

Systems thinking and modeling to explain
phenomena and to give a context for the
ideas to be learned
